Maha Bodhi, Ruwan weli Saya, Thuparama, 
Jethawanaramaya, Abayagiriya, The Moonstone, 
Palace, Samadhi Buddha, Twin Ponds. The 
museums etc.   
After lunch proceed to Polonnaruwa. Visit the 
palace of Parakramabahu, statue of Pulasthiya, 
Pothgul vehara, Nissankamall audiance, 
Parakramabahu audience hall, the ponds, 
thuparama,  watada ge, stone book, lankathilake, 
siva kovil, pabulu vehera, galviharaya, 
alarkaramaya ancient hospital, lotus pond, 
thivamka pilimage.  The museums.  Return to 
Dambulla for dinner and overnight. 

 
Day 4 Visit the Rock temples of Dambulla.  After lunch 

proceed to the Hill Capital Kandy on the way 
visiting a spice garden.  Dinner and overnight at 
Kandy.
