Query page:

Also included is a keyword search.  The user has to enter at least one field in order to search.  I decided to go with a simple tabular layout.  I looked at MTV.com and liked their straightforward layout and tried to model my table placement after theirs.  I didn’t spend a huge amount of time on the logo, so the transitioning from the logo into the page looks like crap, but I was more concerned with the placement of form widgets.  

Results page:

User Scenario:
Shauna is a junior at New York High School and plans to attend Auburn University.  She wants to be in the computer science program and was born in New York.  She is an African American student, and her father was in the army.  Her family makes around $45,000 dollars a year and so she enters the information as follows:


State of Origin – She selects NY from the drop down list.


Sex – She selects female from the drop down list


Ethnicity – She selects African American from the drop down list


Family Income – She selects $30K - $45K from the drop down list


Armed Service Involvement – She selects Army.
