 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1My Brother Knights,


 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The following excerpt is from a newsletter from the Catholic Organization for Life and Family (2006).  It remains as pertinent as ever:


"Demographers have told us: the current birth rate - 1.5 children per woman of child-bearing age - cannot maintain the Canadian population at its present levels. Economists have warned us: the aging of the population will result in socio-economic problems at the younger generations' expense. Scientists have confirmed it: abortion can cause sterility.  


The serious demographic challenge facing Canada requires decisive action in favour of couples and families. As Pope Jean Paul II wrote in Evangelium Vitae [60, 1995] this action would begin with resistance to those who:

 "try to justify abortion by claiming that the result of conception, at least up to a certain number of days, cannot yet be considered a personal human life. But in fact, "from the time that the ovum is fertilized, a life is begun which is neither that of the father nor the mother; it is rather the life of a new human being with his own growth.  It  would never be made human if it were not human already. This has always been clear, and … modern genetic science offers clear confirmation. It has demonstrated that from the first instant there is established the programme of what this living being will be: a person, this individual person with his characteristic aspects already well determined."


Together we must take up the challenge of life, beginning with changing our view of the child to be born. Rather than being a threat, this child is a rich resource and a promise: a promise for the future. We must encourage generous couples who would like to give three, four or five children to Canadian society.



However, this will not happen without an active commitment on the part of those who believe in life and who choose to welcome it and to help it blossom daily, from its earliest moments until it ends naturally.


This joint civic responsibility rests on everyone's shoulders.  That is why it is important to march for life.  Being witnesses in this way of the inalienable worth and sacred nature of all life - even amidst great suffering - is to contribute to humanizing Canadian society so that it may become capable of always welcoming the new lives that guarantee our country's future."



The 2012 National March For Life in Ottawa will occur on Thursday May 10 in Ottawa.  The Knights have always been on the forefront of promoting the culture of life and the protection of the unborn.  I hope that some representative members of our council might be in attendance.  If you have never given a personal, public witness in defence of the unborn, now is the time.  Don't be absent from this foot of the Cross in human history.  Every abortion clinic and Parliament Hill itself are another hill of Calvary.

DEPUTY GRAND KNIGHT’S MESSAGE
Brothers, 


Fr Jose Maria Robles Hurtado, Council 1979

In a previous article I wrote about the dangers faced by Christians living in pagan societies in the 17th and 18th Centuries, using the martyrdom of Saint John de Brebeuf in 1649 in the village of St Ignace on Georgian Bay as an illustration. Beginning in the mid 19th Century the greatest dangers to Christians were posed not by pagans but by the hostility of the atheist rulers of some secular states.


Arguably the genesis of this hostility toward religion began in 1843 with the German philosopher Karl Marx, who argued that religion was the opium of the people and that religion preserved the political and economic status quo as well as social and economic inequality. This hostility toward religion by Marx’s followers was manifest in a dramatic manner, first by the kidnapping and murder of Monsignor Georges Darboy, the Archbishop of Paris during the Paris Commune uprising in May 1871, and later during the Bolshevik Revolution in Russia in 1917 and the Cristero War in Mexico from 1926-29.

The Cristero War (also known as the Cristiada) was an uprising against the Mexican government in power at that time. The rebellion was initiated by the persecution of Catholics and specifically by the strict enforcement of the anti-clerical provisions of the Mexican Constitution of 1917 and the further expansion of anti-clerical laws. These laws allowed the confiscation of church property, restrictions in the number of priests, deportation of foreign born priests, outlawing of religious orders, restrictions in the wearing of religious clothing and symbols, and the abolition of the Catholic education system. Overzealous government officials encouraged the desecration of churches, monasteries and convents and arrested and imprisoned Catholic priests and laymen. After a period of peaceful resistance, skirmishes between armed Catholics and government forces broke out in 1926. This led to the government sanctioned murder of Catholic priests and laymen.

Fr Jose Maria Robles Hurtado was ordained in 1913 in Guadalajara. He was a member of Knights of Columbus Council 1979. Fr Jose was an avid writer and his numerous newsletters and pamphlets, as well as a pilgrimage of 40,000 Catholics that he organized in 1923, angered the government. When violence against Catholics escalated, Fr Jose refused opportunities to leave the country and continued to administer to his flock. Fr Jose refused to take up arms; however his “crime” was to publicly exercise his ministry. He was about to celebrate Mass when he was seized by a government death squad outside of the village of Quila in June 1927 and hanged. Like Fr Brebeuf, Fr Jose forgave his murderers before he died.  

The actions of their government placed Catholics in Mexico in a difficult position. The basis of the relationship of Christians to their state, enunciated by our Lord and transcribed in Matthew 22:21, is: “Render, therefore, to Caesar the things that are Caesar’s and to God the things that are God’s”. The Catholic Encyclopedia amplifies the obligations of the Christian citizen towards the state, which: “…may be reduced to those of patriotism and obedience. Patriotism requires that the citizen should have a reasonable esteem and love for his country…Love for his country will lead the citizen to show honour and respect to its rulers…. The citizen's chief duty is to obey the just laws of his country.” With regard to the obligations of the state towards its citizens, Pope Leo XIII writes in “Immortale Dei”: “All who rule, therefore, should hold in honour the holy name of God, and one of their chief duties must be to favour religion, to protect it, to shield it under the credit and sanction of the laws and neither to organize nor enact any measures that may compromise its safety.” In 1927 many Catholics in Mexico concluded that the state, by imposing unjust laws on its citizens, had failed in its duty to guarantee their freedom of religion.

The formal rebellion, which began in January 1927, quickly spread throughout Mexico. The rebels were called Cristeros because they believed that they were fighting for “Cristo Rey” (“Christ the King”). Although the Mexican episcopate never officially supported the rebellion, some priests joined rebel bands. In response, government death squads murdered more than 40 priests and large numbers of Catholic lay persons, including members of the Knights of Columbus. By 1929 the Cristeros had 50,000 men under arms and controlled parts of Mexico. The rebellion was ended by diplomatic means with a truce brokered by the United States Ambassador to Mexico, bolstered by the support of the bishops and the election of a Mexican President who was more tolerant towards religion. The Cristeros War claimed 90,000 lives. Even after the truce, Mexican government officials continued to persecute Catholics. 

In 1992 the Mexican Constitution was amended to grant full religious freedom. In May 2000 Pope John Paul II canonized a group of 25 martyrs from this period, including Fr Jose Maria Robles Hurtado. A movie about the rebellion called “Cristiada” has just been released. The film stars Andy Garcia, Eva Longoria and Peter O'Toole as one of the priests. This movie is endorsed by the Knights of Columbus and should be viewed by everyone concerned about freedom of religion, not just Catholics. Officer Election Guidelines

General Principle:  A candidate for local council office in the Knights of Columbus is expected to conduct himself as a Catholic gentleman.  While he may promote his candidacy by highlighting his own qualifications, he may not comment negatively about any opponent.  A candidate is responsible for any third parties acting on his behalf.  All elections must be conducted in a manner that is consistent with the principles of charity, unity, and fraternity.
A candidate for local council office may:

1. Receive a nominating speech from another member of the council in which the nominating member sets forth the character and qualifications of the candidate; and
2. Make a brief statement accepting the nomination, in which he states his own qualifications. A candidate for local council office may not:
1. Use, accept, or receive council funds to support his candidacy in any manner whatsoever;
2. Distribute campaign buttons, t-shirts, pins, hats, bumper stickers, or any other souvenirs or promotional items;
3. Send mailings or e-mails, or use social media to support his candidacy;
4. Arrange or participate in debates with other candidates or their supporters;
5. Campaign or have promotional items in the chambers of any business meeting, or within close proximity to the entrance of any business meeting;
6. Campaign or have promotional items at or outside any religious ceremony;
7. Disseminate any type of derogatory information concerning another candidate; or
8. Hold a fund-raising event to finance his candidacy.

If a candidate or member knowingly and wilfully violates these guidelines, he may be subject to disciplinary action.

Message from Your Fraternal Counselor……..Kevin Ready

Brother Knights families and friends:

I’d like to start by congratulating our Brother Knights in Arnprior Council 2082 for doing such a great job of hosting the 3rd Degree Exemplification on Sunday, April 29th, at St. John Chrysostom Church.  By all accounts it was very well received and the Dinner afterwards was fantastic.  Good work!

Here are a few things that I’d like to focus on this month:

Insuring children as juveniles guarantees insurability as adults - I touched on this late in 2011, but I think it’s worth emphasizing again.  From time to time we get asked why we encourage members and their wives to insure their children.  Almost everyone does, which is great!  I’ll tell you why.  When we insure children, the Knights of Columbus offers a rider called the “Guaranteed Purchase Option”, which is very inexpensive.  We include it with every juvenile contract.  Why?  Because it guarantees the insurability of these juveniles when they become adults.  Beginning at the age of 25, the insured can take advantage of the Guaranteed Purchase Option every three years until the individual is 40 years of age. (At ages 25,28,31,34,37 and 40)  

I recently met a young lady, whose father purchased a juvenile contract on her behalf when she was eleven years old.  Now she’s an adult and teaching High School in Ottawa.  She had the right to exercise the Guaranteed Purchase Option because she’s approaching her 31st birthday.  When I contacted her, she showed little interest.  I pleaded with her to set 30 minutes aside to see me and she agreed.  After meeting with me, if she chose not to proceed, that would be fine, but as it was, she was making an “uninformed” decision.  Her parents put that rider on her policy for a reason….to use it to her advantage, but in order to do that, she had to know how it worked.  Essentially, she was able to get a minimum of insurance equal to the face amount of the original policy….without medical scrutiny.  After learning how it worked she chose to proceed and she indicated that she’ll do the same when she’s 34.  While I was a Fraternal Counselor in Montreal, I had three clients, all under the age of 35, who were uninsurable due to very serious medical conditions.   They took advantage of the Guaranteed Purchase Option Rider every time it was offered and they were grateful that they had that opportunity.  Their parents made a wise decision years ago!

The importance of being proactive when considering Life Insurance – From time to time, we come across young people who don’t feel they have a need for life insurance.  But more and more, financial planners are encouraging young clients to view life insurance more as a necessity than a luxury.
