1. Identify the following:

Progressives -
Waged war on monopoly, government corruption, inefficiency, and social injustice

Initiative -
Voters can directly propose legislation

Referendum -
Voters can force legislation to a public vote

Recall -
Voters can remove elected officials

Laissez-Faire -
“let-alone;” a policy where the government lets the economy essentially run itself; the progressives were against this policy
Muckrackers -
Term used by TR to describe journalists who wrote about the dirt of the U.S.

Ida Tarbell -
A journalist that wrote an expose about the Standard Oil Company

Lincoln Steffens -
“The Shame of the Cities;” unmasked the corrupt alliance between Big Business and municipal government

Upton Sinclair -
Wrote The Jungle which focused attention on the plight of the the workers in the big canning factories
City-manager system – Cities would hire a college-trained professional to run the city
Robert La Follete -
“Battling Bob;”  One of the most militant of the progressives;  Governor of Wisconsin and fought and destroyed many trusts there

Amendment 16 -
Congress can impose an income tax

Amendment 17 -
Senators are directly elected by a popular vote

Amendment 18 -
The sale, manufacture, and transportation of liquor is forbidden

Amendment 19 -
Women have the right to vote

Election of 1908 -
Rep.:  Taft, Dem.:  Bryan, Soc.: Debs, Taft wins
Payne-Aldrich Tariff -  1907 under Theodore Roosevelt;  Failed attempt at Tariff reform that actually raised tariffs, broke Taft’s campaign promises, and caused American outrage
Ballinger-Pinchot Controversy –  Ballinger:  Secretary of the Interior, Pinchot:  Head of the Forestry Service.  Ballinger sold valuable coal and water power sites which had forests on them.  Pinchot complained about Ballinger’s sale of such lands and Taft fired Pinchot.
Election of 1912 -
Dem.:  Wilson, Pro.:  Roosevelt, Rep.:  Taft, Soc.:  Debs, Wilson wins

Elkins Act –
1903 under Theodore Roosevelt; Outlawed railroad rebates
Hepburn Act –
1906 under TR; Gave the ICC authority to set railroad rates
Mann Act –
1910 under Taft; Made transporting women across state lines “for immoral purposes” illegal
Federal Reserve Act –1913 under Wilson; Established twelve federal reserve banks and the Federal Reserve to regulate the banking structure
Keating-Owen Child Labor Act –
1916 under Wilson; Barred goods made by children under the age of sixteen from interstate commerce

The workers demanded:  better working conditions, 20% wage increase, 9 hour work day, right to bargain as a union

The owners refused to listen, and TR threatened to nationalize the mines unless the submitted to arbitration

The workers received:  10% wage increase, 9 hour work day

TR proclaims, “Everyone received a square deal!”

First to set aside land for national parks and forests, Newlands Reclamation Act which was very beneficial to dry South/Central U.S.
