Objectives and Expectations for Learning:

The students will analyze their comprehension of Imperialism, Nationalism and Colonization as it relates to the British Empire during the late 18th century and early 19th century through evaluating their performance on the multiple choice and short essay assessment.

Anticipatory Set:

Have all students take out a marker or pen, other then black or blue, to use for marking on the tests. 
Direct Instruction:

The teacher will distribute a copy of a test other then his or her own to each student.  The teacher will then present each question and ask the class for an answer.  If the class does not reach the correct answer, see the Guided Practice.  Go through all questions slowly and thoroughly being sure that students know why one was wrong and what the correct answer is.  Ask the class then to answer the essay question as a whole.  Do not grade it.  The essay will be graded by the teacher individually.

**Students who have yet to take the test shall take it outside while you discuss the answers with the class.
Guided Practice:

When the class has trouble answering a question or it seems that the class is split between answers help them reach the correct answer.  First help the class determine what the question is asking for.  Next take a look at each option and determine if it could possibly be the correct answer.  When the correct answer if determine, ask the class again why that answer is indeed correct.

Closure:


Ask those who received A’s to raise their hands to recognize their performance.  Do the same with the B’s as well while you collect all tests for grading.
Students who completed last night’s assignment and turned it in today will receive an automatic 4 points added their scores.  Those who did not do it, now have it for homework:

Bring in to next class one to two paragraphs relating this Unit's Content, 19th Century Nationalism and Imperialism, to the start of World War I.  There is no right answer.  Just be sure to defend whatever you say with valid support.

Essay also mentions the Boxer or Zulu struggles as well as why they also relate to Nationalism.

Paragraph contains a topic sentence, supporting statements, and a conclusion statement.  States what nationalism is and discusses how it relates to the Sepoy Rebellion but facts are not clearly defined on their relationship to Nationalism.  Essay mentions the Boxer or Zulu struggles but does not state relationship to Nationalism.

3
Paragraph has a weak or generic topic or conclusion and either does not mention nationalism.  Support is very general and does not include specific information.  No mention of the Boxer or Zulu struggles.

2
Paragraph is missing topic or conclusion and does not mention the idea of nationalism or how it relates to the Sepoy Rebellion.

1 Paragraph was a poor attempt to answer the question.
