Objectives and Expectations for Learning:

The Students will apply their knowledge of 19th Century Nationalism and Imperialism as it pertains to the British Empire through a Review Game.

Anticipatory Set:

Give the class five minutes to study notes, handouts, and any other sources they may have pertaining to this unit on 19th Century Imperialism and Nationalism.  When time is up, have the students clear off their desks.  Split the class into two close to equal halves: One team to the right, one team to the left.

Direct Instruction:

Present the game board to the class.  Going back and forth, teams will pick a question and answer it. If they get the question right, they will receive whatever amount of points that questions was worth.  If they answer incorrectly the opposite team, for the same amount of points, may answer the question.  

Guided Practice:

Guided practice is allowed during this lesson through helping the class reach answers that they may not know.  This can be done but letting a group attempt to answer a question they other group got wrong.  Have them explain why their answer is the right answer.

Closure:


Have the winning half of the classes write their names down on a piece of paper so you know who to give the credit to.
