Unit Lesson #2 - Development of the British Empire

State Standard:

Analyze patterns of change during the nineteenth century era of imperialism from varied perspectives with emphasis on:

PO 2.
The development of the British Empire around the world.

Objectives and Expectations for Learning:

Students will visually recognize and identify developments of the British Empire from 1814-1902.

Using this information, students will generate a timeline and a map documenting advancements and events that took place through British Imperialism.

Anticipatory Set:

Ask students questions from last class period:



What is Nationalism?  Imperialism?



What was the Sepoy Rebellion?  Boxer Rebellion?



Why was war started against the Zulu tribes in Africa?
Direct Instruction:

A fact sheet will be posted on the board or on overhead.  Read through all of the information   The students will create a map that documents important events of the British Empire as well as a separate timeline.  See attached example.  Be sure to point where something happened, what happened, and what year it happened.  Locations on the map don't have to be exact, but close.  

Guided Practice:

As the students work on their timelines and maps, walk around observing progress and any areas that student may be finding difficulty with.  You may want to have students present some of their maps so that those who are having difficulties have models to go by.  

Closure:


Have students present their progress and ideas to the class.  Give each who presents a couple of extra points for presenting.
Summative Assessment: 

Test in a couple of days, study notes and readings.  Have maps and timelines ready to turn in next class period.

Important Events of the British Empire

19th Century

1814
British Empire acquires the Cape of Good Hope and begins exploration of Southern Africa.

1842
Treaty of Nanking: allowed British marketing rights in China.

1857
Sepoy's (natives) of India begin to boycott supplies sent by the British East India Company that were made of religiously offensive materials (cows sacred to Hindus and pigs to Muslims).

1858
The Sepoy Rebellion causes the East India Company to be abolished.  India did not become independent from the British, but the Sepoy Rebellion brought nationalism into India that we will see in the future.

1876
Word spreads the African areas are rich in mineral resources causing European countries to engage in the Scramble for Africa.

1878
British Commissioner Sir Henry Bartle Frere sees the Zulu Tribe in Southern Africa as a treat to Imperial Policy and expansion.
1879
The British and the African Zulu Tribe go to war.

July 4th.  British commander Lord Chelmsford leads British troops in the Zulu capital, Ulundi, and burn it down defeating the Zulu's.

1886
Gold discovered in Southern Africa bringing in British minors.  Boer's in the area do not like the British so they over tax them.  Creates hostility.

1898
British and French forces almost go to war over an overland railway through Africa connecting the Red Sea to the Atlantic Ocean.

1899

Boer War begins.

1900
Chinese Empress Tsu His creates a group known as the Boxer's who try to fight for Chinese Nationalism against European nations.

1902

British end the Boer War.
