State Standard:

Analyze the historical sources and ideals of the structure of the United States government.

Objectives and Expectations for Learning:

Students will understand why American colonists grew upset with British Rule.

Students will draw information out of “1776” to further their knowledge of the creation and debates over Thomas Jefferson’s Declaration of Independence.

 Types of Colonies

Direct Instruction:

What is a huge problem we have with the Colonists creating their own Govt.?


They are still a part of Great Britain, Parliament and the King

Are their best interests represented being represented by a governing body far away?

Follow the attached outline flowing from Frictions with Britain to the start of the Declaration of Independence and the movie “1776”.

Distribute “1776” questionnaires.  They will only receive one, so they much hold onto it.  Remind students that they are responsible for their own learning.  The teacher will periodically pause the video, but not to answer every question on the worksheet.

Guided Practice:


Video will be periodically paused so the teacher may present questions to the class.


Ex.  Congress asks Benjamin Franklin if he’s spoken with his son who is a Royal Governor?



Franklin: As the title implies, I have not spoken with him…



Why would Franklin not have spoken with his son because of his title?




Franklin’s for Independence and a Royal Governor has shown support for King George.

I. Government in the Colonies
Charter-a written grant of authority from the king, needed to start a Colony in America


A. Royal Colony


Kings named governor to be executive

Subject to direct control of crown

Bicameral (two-house) legislature: Council appointed by King and qualified property owners


B. Proprietary Colony


Grant of land given to person, who in turn settles, and governs it



Governor appointed by proprietor



Penn. has unicameral (one-house) legislature


C. Charter Colonies 


Basically self-governing



Governors elected by white, male property owners

II. Friction with Britain

First, upset with Parliament for taxation without representation


Colonists became upset at King George III when he failed to respond

King 3000 miles away, far from out of touch with the people

A. Restrictive trading acts/Taxes imposed

Stamp Act (written documents taxed), Sugar Act (Molasses for Rum), Townshend Acts (im/ex-ports taxed), Tea Act (only purchase from East India Company- British money)

“No Taxation without Representation”



Coercive/Intolerable Acts (denied Colonists representative Govt.)




Closed Boston Harbor (shut down major trade, blockade)




Closed Colonial Legislation (no more Govt. meetings)



Criminals would be tried in Britain (fair jury?)




Allowed for quartering of troops (keep enemies close to you)




Reasserted absolute power of Parliament and King George III

B. First Continental Congress



Protest Britain’s colonial policies



Colonists urged to halt trade with England



Set up the Second Continental Congress

C. Second Continental Congress



Revolution had already begun: Continental Army and George Washington chief
