Unit Lesson #7 – Finish "1776", Articles of Confederation (Tues. 2/3/04)

State Standard:

Analyze the historical sources and ideals of the structure of the United States government.

Objectives and Expectations for Learning:

Articles not fully signed until Feb. 27, 1781 (began March 1, 1781)



Government Structure




Unicameral: Congress sole body of legislature




Legislature only branch of Government




One vote per state



Powers of Congress




Make war and peace, treaties




Send and receive ambassadors




Borrow money




Monetary system




Build a navy




Ask states for troops for an army




Settle state disputes



State Obligations




Articles pledge states to provide funds and troops if needed

Full Faith and Credit- states must honor public records and judicial proceedings of every other state




Open travel between states




Responsible for their own enforcement of laws



Critical Period after Treaty of Paris, 1783




States bickered amongst each other





Taxed each others goods and banned trade





Printed own money



Constitutional Convention




Virginia and Maryland illegally met to resolve disputes





Worked so well, decided to do it with all of the states in Philadelphia





Constitutional Convention


Weaknesses



Law and Order: Central government lacked the power to:




Enforce laws




Resolve disputes between states




Maintain order



Commerce and monetary issues: Central government could not:




Negotiate trade treaties




Levy taxes




Pay its debts



Structural weaknesses of the Articles




Lack of leadership: plural executive had few powers




Unanimous votes of states necessary to amend: government inflexible
