Unit Lesson #3 – Student Bill of Rights (Fri. 2/13/04)

State Standard:

2SS-P3.
Analyze how and why the Constitution was created by the framers.

Objectives and Expectations for Learning:

Students will understand the basic ideas behind the U.S. Constitution and the Bill of Rights.

Anticipatory Set:


Pass back graded papers.
What amendments did you chose yesterday to be the three most important from the Bill of Rights?


Run a tally on the board to keep track of amendments students chose.
Direct Instruction:

Introduce activity and directions.  Students are to write their own Bill of Rights using ideas they’ve gained through the Constitution or just ideas that are important to them.  Projects must have at least 10 Amendments.

Guided Practice:

Teacher will monitor class by walking around and addressing student questions.   Students will also have their group member’s to refer to for assistance.  

Closure:


Students will present Bill of Rights.


Could have class vote on which they like best.


Link the way that all of the class’s ideas can be summed up in the Bill of Rights, if they can.

Formal Amendments – Step one 2/3, Step two ¾



Informal Amendments – not written, day to day activities

II.  Bill of Rights


Ask students what amendments they chose, keep track of 1-10 on the board

Students will get into groups of two and will create their own Bill of Rights
