Unit Lesson #2 – Types of Powers (Tues. 2/24/04 and Wed. 2/25/04)

State Standard:

2SS-P7.
Analyze the division and sharing of power within the federal system of government.

Objectives and Expectations for Learning:

Students will learn together as a group about the Exclusive and Delegated Powers (Expressed, Implied, Inherent) of the National Government, the Reserved Powers of the States, and the Concurrent Powers of both.

Students will present their learned ideas to the class at the end of the class period.

Anticipatory Set:

Direct Instruction:

Yesterday we looked at some specific powers of the National and State Governments.  Today let's look at the types of powers

The National Government has Delegated Powers, which are Expressed, Implied, Inherent, and Exclusive.  States have Reserved Powers, as well as Concurrent Powers with the National Powers.
