RIDER CATEGORIES 

JUNIOR: A rider shall compete as a Junior until the calendar year in which s/he reaches the age of 22. (See USAEquestrian Rules, Article 1919.3.) 

ADULT AMATEUR: A rider shall compete as an Adult Amateur from the beginning of the calendar year in which s/he reaches the age of 22. (See USAEquestrian 
Rules, Article 1919.3.). 

OPEN: A rider who is not eligible for JUNIOR or ADULT AMATEUR categories. (See USAEquestrian Rules, Articles 808 and 810.) 

VINTAGE: Any rider who has attained the age of 50 by October 1st of  the competition year. 

ROOKIE: Any Training or First Level rider who has never competed in more than three recognized dressage shows in a given year. The rider may have shown in 
other equestrian disciplines prior to showing in dressage.
