Hylton Band Boosters

                  September 21, 2004

The meeting was called to order by President-Elect Barb Zicarelli at 7:35.  Thirty members were present.  Barb announced that Booster President Ed Chabay was out-of-town on business, but he wanted her to let the Boosters know that he was thrilled with the turn-out at events so far.  A correction was made to the August minutes, by including the website www.HyltonBand.com, which did not print on the copies. The minutes from the August meeting were approved as corrected.  It was noted that Meschelle Williams has volunteered as a member-at-large.  Christine Heeren reported that the “American Charities” entry on the Treasurer’s Report was a contribution set up by Nancy Collins.  The Treasurer’s Report was approved.

Will Dossesl, VP of Ways and Means, thanked parents for their help with the games and competition.  Sales have been very good, with the LED items as the biggest sellers.  He encouraged everyone to buy glow sticks from the Band, as another school group is also selling them.  He asked for a volunteer to walk through the stands at the next football game, as that had been quite successful last week.  

Will noted that Fruit Sales will begin in October.  The orchard is in good shape despite the hurricane, and, as previous customers, our orders are guaranteed. Information is posted at www.HyltonBand.com.  Students must turn in orders each week during the sales period.

Sharon Dossel has 300 White House Christmas ornaments.  Cost is $16 each, with a profit of approximately $3.75.  Parents may take the ornaments on consignment.  2003 ornaments are also available for $14.  Contact Sharon at Sdossel@comcast.net or 703 730-7432.  Her goal is for each student to sell 10 ornaments.  She stressed that seniors should do their part to earn money for next year’s band, as older students had helped them.  


Barb Zicarelli is ordering Spirit Wear on a weekly basis.  Orders may be placed at www.HyltonBand.com.  Letter jackets are also available.  If purchased through the Boosters, we earn a 20% profit and customers pay no sales tax.  She has polo shirts in stock.  Barb announced that some Competition pictures are already posted on the website.   Anyone having pictures or announcements to be posted should send them to tomzicarellli@hotmail.com.


Jim Heeren, Tag Day Chairperson, reported that Tag Day was a big success.  Students collected more than $8400 ($97/student).  Teams raised between $227 - $486.  Suggestions for next year include: sending only two students to the more outlying areas; planning breakfast better (there was too much food); changing the hours to 9:30-1:00; having students carry cards written in Spanish; leaving envelopes at houses where no one answers the door; and sending letters to the previous year’s seniors.


Jim, also Bands Along the Occoquan Chairperson, reported that the Competition went very well, despite the difficult conditions created by the weather.  Hylton received many compliments from band directors, who felt the event was well-organized and well-judged.  He thanked all the Band members and parents who helped.  While we may not have made a huge profit, the goal of presenting a quality event in order to have an even bigger and better one next year was certainly realized.  Jim volunteered to chair the AIA (Indoor Guard) competition in the Spring.  He will see if any of the available dates can be scheduled at Hylton.


Kim Hangsleben, VP of Uniforms, announced that she had ordered eight more warm-ups; all but13 underclassman have ordered them. She has six bags of uniform pants that need to be washed and returned by Friday morning; she asked for volunteers to take a bag home with them.


Barry Heddinger, Pit Crew Boss, reported that the Pit Crew did a good job at the Competition.   They even cleaned up the areas outside the school after they were done.  With the show growing, he will be using more people at future events.  He now has the Pit Crew shirts.


Barb noted that the Band will be traveling to Richmond on Saturday for a competition.  They will leave the school around 1:00, perform at 4:00, and return to Hylton for the game at 7:00.   Parents wishing to ride the bus should see Mrs. Hiob.


Deanna Chabay, VP of Public Affairs, described the trip to Hershey Park as a reward for VBODA.  She explained that, in order for Hylton to be named as a Virginia State Honors Band, the Marching Band must receive a Superior rating at VBODA and the Symphonic Band must receive a Superior rating at Festival in the Spring.  After the Band performs at VBODA, they will board the buses for Hershey Park, have their traditional party at the hotel, spend Sunday at “Fright Fest” at Hershey Park, and return Sunday evening.  They have been asked to play in the Hershey Park parade and perform at three venues in the Park.   The cost will be approximately $150/student, which includes food, lodging, and tickets to the Park.   The proposal for the trip will be submitted to Mrs. Custard.  


Mr. Brown announced that he will send a Saturday schedule home with the students.  He also thanked parents for making the Competition a positive experience, despite the adverse circumstances.


B.J. Terrel reported that Becky Voss asked about the possibility of having the Band and Boosters enter a team in the Relay for Life in honor of Cliff Long.  Darcy Priester will attend a meeting to explain how that would be done.


Shelley Allison announced that she and her husband would like to recognize the seniors by providing them with braided shoulder cords.  Those in attendance thought this was a great idea.  It was suggested that seniors be allowed to buy theirs at the end of the year.  A motion was made and seconded to modify the senior’s uniforms to include the braided shoulder cord.  The motion was approved.


Barb Zicarelli closed by reminding parents that the next Boosters meeting is Oct. 19th.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:25.
