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Malaysians are friendly and like to meet visitors.  The proper way to greet a Muslim is to extend your right hand and then raise it up towards you with your fingertips gently resting on your heart.  This is a traditional ‘greeting of acceptance’.  Whenever unsure, you can always smile and simply nod your head when meeting someone new.

Travel Documents-A valid passport (with an additional 6 months of validity) is required for travel to Malaysia.  A Disembarkation Card (IMM.26) must be completed by each visitor.  Tourist traveling between Sabah and Sarawak are also required to carry a passport or travel document.
Health-If medical care is needed, most towns have private clinics.  There are no health service agreements between Malaysia and other countries, so before you travel it advisable to take out medical insurance.  Cholera and smallpox do not require additional vaccinations.

Water-Malaysian drinking water is quite safe.  Bottled water is readily available if you prefer.

Electrical Supply-Available on a 240-volt 50-cycle system.
Tourist Police-In case of emergency or need of help, look for the tourist police.  They are easily identified by their dark blue uniform, checkered band on their hats, and a red and blue badge with the letter “I” on their breast pocket.

Etiquette-Because of the potential of encountering cultural differences, please keep the following in mind:
· When a place of worship or a home, remove shoes.

· When visiting a place of worship, dress appropriately covering arms and legs.

· When handling food, use your right hand.

· Never point your foot towards someone.

· When exchanging gifts of money, use your right hand.
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
