Cochise College Spanish Club

Constitution

ARTICLE I.  NAME 


The name of this organization shall be The Cochise College Spanish Club.

ARTICLE II.  PURPOSE


The members of The Cochise College Spanish Club, in order to better understand the language and Hispanic cultures, will assemble and engage in cultural and language-enhancing discussions about the Hispanic world. We wish to inculcate a passion for Spanish by involving not only students, but also community members. 

ARTICLE III.  MEMBERSHIP

Section 1. All Cochise College students shall be eligible members of The Cochise College Spanish Club.

Section 2. Honorary membership may be granted to members of the local community who demonstrate an interest in the Hispanic Culture and the Spanish Language. Honorary members may not vote for officers or constitution changes and these members cannot hold office.

Section 3. During the semester in which a student or honorary member is active, he or she must attend a majority of the meetings, one scheduled fundraiser, and participate in at least one of the events sponsored by The Cochise College Spanish Club. Students who are no longer enrolled at Cochise College may still participate in the club as honorary members but will forego voting rights.

ARTICLE IV.  ADVISOR(S)

Section 1. Must be a full- or part-time faculty, faculty support, or staff member.

Section 2. Support student activities by attendance and participation when possible.

Section 3. Provide assistance and guidance to the Cochise College Spanish Club.

Section 4. Represent the Cochise College Spanish Club’s interest before faculty and 

administrative groups.

ARTICLE V.  OFFICERS/ EXECUTIVE COUNCIL/ GENERAL MEMBERSHIP

Section 1. All officers must be students of Cochise College enrolled in at least a one-credit hour course.

Section 2. The officers shall consist of a President, Secretary, and Treasurer. As the club expands, the constitution shall be amended to include additional officers.

Section 3. The term of office for the Executive Council (the officers and advisor[s]) shall be both the fall and spring semesters of the academic year in which they were elected.

Section 4. The duties of the President shall be as follows:

A. Preside over all Executive Council meetings.

B. Act as official representative of The Cochise College Spanish Club.

C. Administer the provisions of this constitution.

D. Shall vote only in case of tie, but not for himself/herself.

Section 5. The duties of the Treasurer shall be as follows:

A. Maintain accurate and detailed financial records.

B. Keep general body apprised of financial status of The Cochise College Spanish Club.

C. Maintain knowledge of current funding issues.

D. Complete a yearly budget.

Section 6. The duties of the Secretary shall be as follows:

A. Create and publish agenda for each meeting in collaboration with the President and Advisor.

B. Maintain accurate and detailed minutes.

C. Report, file, and answer all correspondence at the direction of the Executive Council.

D. Keep files and clippings of relevant documents.

E. Maintain hard copies of all of The Cochise College Spanish Club documents, as well as files on disk.

F. Keep copies of activity calendars and special events.

G. Be responsible for pick-up and delivery of mail.

H. Notify members of meetings, fundraisers, and special events.

I. Create and maintain a current e-mail directory of all members.

Section 7. Duties of the General Membership shall be as follows:

A. Support the Executive Council.

B. Help the Executive Council to raise funds and complete successful events on and off campus.

C. Work to recruit new members from the community and student body.

ARTICLE VI.  ELECTION OF OFFICERS

Section 1. Student members shall elect officers.

Section 2. Only Cochise College students are eligible to serve on the Executive Council.

ARTICLE VII.  MEETINGS

Section 1. Informal meetings shall be run as open discussions and shall be open to the public.

Section 2. Executive meetings shall be conducted using Robert’s Rules of Order.

ARTICLE VIII.  FINANCES

Section 1. Funds for this chapter shall be raised through projects passed by majority vote at regular or special meetings.

ARTICLE IX.  AMENDING THE CONSTITUTION

Section 1. Any change to the constitution requires a majority vote of student members.

Section 2 This constitution shall be reviewed yearly in order to amend any of the above articles.
