-A season is a time of year.

-There are four seasons: winter, spring, summer, and fall

Who knows what season is first? How do you know?

-Winter is the season that comes after fall and occurs at the beginning of our calendar year (January)

-During the winter, there is very cold weather and it often snows

-There is the least amount of hours of daylight during this season

-Trees are bare, plants are dead, and many animals sleep all winter long

-Remember, in the Winter you need to stay warm by wearing extra clothing

What season comes after winter?

-Spring is the season that comes after winter

-Weather in the spring gets warmer

-There are more hours of sunlight

-During the spring, rain falls

-Plants begin to grow

-Remember, in the spring you don’t need to wear as many layers of clothing because the weather gets warmer

What season is after spring?

-Summer is the season after spring

-Unlike the winter time, summer has the most amount of hours of sunlight

-The air is warmer, sometimes even hot

-School is out during the summer

-Remember, in the summer the sun is very bright and weather can be very hot

What season is after summer?

-Fall is the season after summer

-There are fewer hours of sunlight

-The air begins to become colder

-Leaves change color and begin to fall off the trees

-Plants stop growing

-Remember, in the fall the weather begins to get colder
