1. The scouts will be able to call home, both from their home stays and while at camp. To accomplish this they will require a calling card. While at camp a bank of phones is available for their use. You cannot call them while they are at camp. In case of an emergency you can call the camp and leave a message.

2. When calling Scotland you must:

a. Dial 011, for international access

b. Dial 44, for the country

c. Dial the city code, in the case of the pre-camp home stays that is 1592 for all the boys. That number may be different for each boy for the post-camp home stays.

d. Dial the six-digit number for each residence.

3. Both Mr. Berry and Mr. Polayes will have a cell phone with them on the trip. This will allow the boys to reach them at any time during their home stays. Those numbers will also be given to the families at the airport and can be used only in the case of an emergency. Remember, the scouts have access to email. That email can either be sent to his email account or to the site accessed on this web site. The later might be the more efficient since the scouts do not have access to the computer every day, due to time constraints. Mr. Polayes will access the site email daily and deliver it to each scout.
