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Born in Magdeburg, Germany, Robert Ropner fell in love with the idea of seafaring from reading books, although he had never seen the sea. Travelling to Hamburg, he stowed away on a British ship bound for West Hartlepool. A rough passage cured him of all ideas of going to sea, and he settled in England, found work, and married.

In 1860 Robert Ropner was employed by shipowners T Appleby and Co, Hartlepool and in 1866 Ropner becomes a partner in T Appleby and Co.
Working for a firm of coal exporters, the ambitious young man quickly realised that having their own steamships would earn him and his partners more money than chartering them from other owners. In 1868 a local yard built him the Amy, named after Ropner`s daughter. It did not carry as much coal as expected, and was soon wrecked. Ropner was undaunted, however, and went on to order more ships, first with his partner and later for himself. With his German origins, Ropner was particularly successful in trading with ports around the Baltic. With a growing population and rapid industrialisation, British trade was growing fast in the last half of the 19th century. Ropner and other astute shipowners benefited from this growth.

Ropners was founded in 1874 by Sir Robert Ropner in West Hartlepool, following the break up of his partnership with Thomas Appleby.

Ships were then usually financed by a number of individuals buying sixty-fourth shares. As Ropner showed his expertise in managing ships profitably, investors were keen to put money into his new ships. Thus, the fleet under his control grew quickly, although Ropner himself would hold only a minority of the shares.

So quickly did the fleet expand, that in 1888 Ropner bought a shipyard at Stockton-on-Tees. Maltby is the first ship made there for the company, starting the tradition of its ships ending in –by.

This yard was to build its own special type of tramp ship, the trunk deck ship. The hatches were placed on a narrow trunk, extending almost the full length of the ship. Because of the way ships were measured, this method of construction gave a tonnage figure that was low for the ship`s carrying capacity. As various dues, such as that for using the Suez Canal, were based on the tonnage figure, this reduced costs dramatically. Like other tramp owners, Ropner always looked for ways of reducing his overheads and making his ships more profitable.

Robert Ropner had been knighted in 1902 and represented Stockton in Parliament between 1902 and 1910.
In 1903 Ropners creates a subsidiary the Pool Shipping Company.

The name of the management company was changed to Sir R. Ropner & Co. Ltd in 1915 by which time his company was managing a fleet of 57 tramps and 350,000 dwt.
Twenty-two of the company`s fleet of fifty-seven ships were sunk during World War I.

The Pool Shipping Company Ltd lost two tramps:

Sir Robert Ropner dies in 1924.
The company`s Stockton yard was closed in 1925.

The finances of the largest British tramp company were sorely tested during the Depression, with the dividends and management commission suspended until after 1936. Most of the fleet was kept going with waits at the end of each voyage for the next charter although Holtby was laid up at Jarrow for nine months during 1932/33 and 12 other Ropner tramps were laid up at the same time for shorter periods. However they traded at a loss and the combined trading result of the two companies in 1934 with 48 tramps (29 POOL'S and 19 BY's) was a profit of £25,780 without taking into account repairs, depreciation etc. One solution was to issue clearance papers for countries bordering North & South America and South Africa and to sail tramps out into the Atlantic at slow speed, allowing the company to say they had a ship en-route to a particular country when a cargo offered on the Baltic Exchange.

Saxilby under Capt. B.J. Samuel was lost some 400 miles off West coast of Ireland in a severe storm on 15th November, 1933. An extensive search was made but no trace of the ship or her 28 crew was found. 

Millpool under Capt. Newton was similarly lost in the North Atlantic on 3rd October,1934 while on a voyage from Danzig to Montreal with grain. Her after hatch was stove in, main topmast gone and three men were injured. Later the mainmast crashed through the deck and her engine room started to flood and she sank with all hands.

Ropners` first turbine-driven vessels, Clearpool and Harmby are delivered in 1935.

The pair of economical standard Doxford motor tramps Moorby and Wearpool of 9100 dwt, completed during 1936 set the tone for the economy minded late 1930s. The fleet was still the largest in Britain at 46 tramps of over 400,000 dwt on the out-break of WWII, but was to be decimated by the enemy, thirty-three of the company`s ships were lost during World War II and three lost to marine causes.

The marine losses were DEERPOOL near Spurn Point, ROCKPOOL on Little Cumbrae Island, and CLEARPOOL on the Skitter Sands in the Humber.
In 1946, the company diversified, and began operating a regular cargo liner service to the southern US ports in the Gulf of Mexico. To replace their conventional tramp ships, they began to build much larger bulk carriers and ore carriers. Some of these were specially built to carry iron ore to British steel works. Ropners also owned roll-on, roll-off ferries operating from the Thames to near European ports.

In 1948, the shares in the Ropner Shipping Company and the Pool Shipping Company were acquired by a new holding company, Ropner Holdings Ltd. which was quoted on the stock exchange as a public company.

The Thornaby, the company`s first tanker was brought into service in 1955.
In 1963 a policy of diversification is implemented, leading the company into engineering, insurance broking and property ownership.
1971 A partnership with the Norwegian Bulk Carriers consortium begins. The company`s first bulk carriers Rudby and Iron Somersby are delivered.
The company continued as ship owners and managers for nearly 50 years, until in 1997, it was taken over by Jacobs Holdings Plc. The focus thereafter was more on ship management than direct ownership.

The company currently manages the Dart Line fleet of Ro Ro vessels and provides consultancy services.
