Skater Lesson Times

The ZSC encourages all coaches and skaters to have their lessons during the session time for which the skater has paid.  Sometimes it is not possible for a Zorra skater to receive their private lesson during their regular skating time. A coach may be fully booked or unavailable at that time.   Skaters may have a 15 minute lesson with a few minutes to warm up at another time at no charge.  The skater must use a comparable session or one that is one level above or below their session.  If the skater remains on the ice after their lesson, or  the lesson is much longer than 15 minutes, a guest skating fee will apply.
