Fundraising is a very important part in helping our club’s operational expenses. Through fundraising we have had the ability to keep the cost of registration down so that every child that would like to learn to skate may do so.   

Registration alone accounts for about 40% of what is needed every year to run our club.  To make fundraising fair and equitable, each family will be asked to write a bond cheque postdated for March 10, 2010. This cheque will be handed back to you once your bond requirement is completed.  If this requirement is not completed by March 10, 2010 your cheque will be cashed.   Bond will not be prorated. Fundraising after March 30, 2010 will count toward 2010/11 skating season’s bond.

There are a variety of ways to earn back your fundraising bond.  You may use any combination of these items to complete your bond fundraising bond.

1. Sign up to work at fundraising events.  1 hour of volunteering equals $10 bond. Fundraisers include Embro Fair food booth and dinner, Embro craft show, and the Annual Skater Dinner Auction. Sign up sheets will be available at registration for some of these events.

2. Participate in fundraisers.  $40 of product sold equals $10 in bond. Some fundraisers include chicken, fudge and “Ladies Night” sales.

3. Buy and use gift cards for your everyday shopping.  Gift card rebates come directly off your bond. (See additional information on this easy fundraising option)

4. Bake fruit pies for the fair dinner or the Embro Craft Show.  2 pies equals $10 in bond.

Our major fundraiser is our Dinner Auction .  Please start looking for items for this fun evening and plan on attending.
Other events and fundraisers will be posted on the bulletin board in the arena and in our monthly newsletter.  Please note that the minimum age requirement for family volunteers is 13 years of age unless the event calls for age of majority.
