Here are the final details of the arrangements for the weekend camp at Barrwood.  

Please read them carefully and as always if you require any further information please contact me on 01786 816859 or e-mail s.hayward@hotmail.co.uk (please note change of contact details from normal)  Any last minute changes will be put onto the blog no later than 5 pm 3/6/2011. 

On Friday 3rd June Scouts should meet at Barrwood at 7pm in uniform.  They should be collected from Barrwood at 2pm on Sunday 5th June.  Barrwood lies just off the A872 about 3 miles south of the Granada Roundabout.  Turn right under the M80 and right at the T junction.  Follow this road to the gate which leads up to the car park.

Murray Thomson will be acting as the home contact.  He can be contacted on 07811 182406.  This number should only be used in an emergency.  You can normally get in touch with us by mobile on 07866 152843 which should be on for most of the camp.

Scouts should take the following to camp, packed neatly and compactly...

Sleeping bag, camping mat, hiking boots, waterproof jacket, warm jacket, thick socks, hat, uniform, washing kit, towel, clothes for camp, plate, bowl, cup, cutlery, dish towel, torch, batteries, coat hanger for uniform, water bottle. Remember that the weather could be cold and wet so be prepared!  Mobile phones are banned from the camp.  Can parents ensure that they are not taken as they will be confiscated on arrival.  We will run a small tuck shop during the camp and Scouts should take a little money for this. We aim to go caving whilst at Barrwood and scouts should take a set of clothes that can get dirty.  
Scouts will require a plastic survival bag if they wish to sleep out in a bivvy, weather and construction permitting, and a midge net and repellent may also be a good idea.  These can be purchased from an outdoor shop. 

Uniform must be worn for traveling to and from camp.  Scouts should have a shirt, neckie and woggle.  This ensures that all Scouts are covered by Scout insurance while traveling and will be required during the camp. 

The consent form must be filled in and returned to me on the 3rd June.  Scouts must have a consent form to attend the camp.
