THE SEVEN KINDS OF FAITH

1. Natural Faith: Faith in people, ideologies theories and things

Every human being, believer or unbeliever, has natural faith. Natural faith is based on the following: life’s experiences, physical senses, human reasoning, and what others have taught you.

Natural faith is not evil, but it is purely a natural thing! It is not faith as defined in the Bible because it is not based upon a revelation of God’s will as found in His Word or by His Spirit.

2. Historical Faith: Purely intellectual, religious faith(James 2:19)

It usually applies to people living in a Christian environment. They may call themselves Christians or even attend a church religiously, but they have no personal relationship with God. They simply consider themselves Christians because the family or country they are from has roots in Christianity. Historical faith does not bring us into a right relationship with God. In fact, it often makes a person very religious

3. Temporary Faith: Faith that has not counted the cost.(Mt13:18-22)

4. Saving Faith: “Justify Faith” – The faith that believes in Jesus as Savior and Lord
5. Faith in God: “Daily Faith”

Heb10:38
Where do we get the common sense and wisdom to live a life of faith every day? From the Bible: the written Word of God.

The Bible has thousands upon thousands of great promises to give you faith for your daily life. That is why it is so important for us to read and study the Bible. So that we know the promises and receive faith for daily living.

Having Faith in God is having a General Assurance that God will somehow carry you through.

Rom 12:3
The moment you receive Jesus Christ as your personal Savior, a measure of faith is already planted in your heart by the Holy Spirit. However, this faith is only in “potential” form. Daily faith must be developed within you.

Faith is like human muscles. We all have muscles, but not all of us have developed them to the same extent.

Perfect Faith (Mark 11:22)

Faith grows and develops in the same way our physical bodies grow and develop- by eating proper food and having proper and regular exercises. Faith’s Food is the Word of God. Faith’s “workout” is learning to obey the Word. You don’t get your muscles in shape simply by loitering in a gym, reading a workout book, or knowing some gym instructor. You develop your muscles by carrying weights!

Faith’s “workout” involves the regular stretching out, more and more, in your obedience to Act out what the Word of God says. You never start out carrying extremely heavy weights which are beyond your muscular capability. Similarly, you don’t exercise faith in areas beyond your faith level. You need to check your faith level before you leap. However, you can develop your faith “muscles” more and more!

6. The Gift of Faith: God own Faith
1Cor 12:7-11
a. The gift of faith is God’s own faith

· “Have the faith of God”

· “Have the God-like faith”

· “Have God’s own faith”

· Have the faith God possessed within Himself”

The Gift of Faith is not the ordinary, normal, human faith. It is God’s very own faith given to you! God is not like us-when He say something, He doesn’t doubt whether it will come to pass, God has tremendous in His own Word.


Heb. 11:3

-By faith we understand that the worlds were framed by the word of God, so that the things which are seen were not made of things which are visible.

Gal. 2:20(KJV)

“I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, But Christ live in m: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and give himself for me,”

Acts 3:16(Amplified)

And His name, through and by faith in His name, has made this man whom you see and recognize well and strong. [Yes] the faith which is through and by Him. [Jesus] has given the man perfect soundness [of body] before all of you.

b. The gift of faith comes from a Holy Spirit.
It is the Holy Spirit who gives you this supernatural faith. When you are faced with a crisis, it is not enough just to know the stories in the Bible, you must hear what the Holy Spirit is saying to your heart.

c.
The gift of faith comes through a Revelation or Rhema.  

Rom 10:17

…faith comes by hearing and hearing by the word of God.

1) Logos is the whole Council or sum total of thought, concept or idea. Logos is the Word of God in its entirety- the entire Bible.

2) “Rhema” is a word Spoken for a particular occasion for a specific person. It is a personal word from God to you-a word that a person takes action upon.

Confusion Reigns when you can’t differentiate between the 2!

The Bible is God’s written Word but rhema is God’s spoken Word. The gift of faith comes not by hearing any ordinary word but by the spoken word from God. When you hear the Holy Spirit speaking that word into your heart, God’s own faith immediately gets deposited in you. This kind of faith comes when God clearly gives you a direct revelation of His will over a particular situation. You do not just have a general assurance (logos) from the Bible, You have a specific word (rhema) in your spirit from the Holy Spirit!
d. The power of God’s faith is released through Speaking the word
e. The gift of faith is not something Arbitrary.
The gift of faith is not ours to command. But God expects us to always to be open to the Holy Spirit to hear what He would say to our hearts. When we hear that rhema word, God’s own faith will come forth from within. It is great to move in the gift of faith. But how many of you know that you don’t hear from the Holy Spirit every moment of the day? 99% of the time, God expects us to live by our own common sense. If it is time to eat, He expects you eat, If it is time to sleep, He expects you sleep.

So for day to day living, you need the “faith in God” But with the “faith in God” you won’t have the absolute certainty of the “faith of God!” Faith in God is you acting on the Bible the best you can, holding on to a positive confession and expectation the best you can, and acting out what the Bible instructs the best you can.
Our faith in God is still a powerful miracle-working faith. It just lacks one quality: the certain knowledge that God has already worked on your behalf!

But although the faith in God is not perfect faith, we still need to develop faith “muscles” in our daily faith. We cannot effectively operate in the “faith of God” without having first developed a strong “faith in God!” But for special occasions when the Holy Spirit moves you through a rhema, you could then be moving in the “faith of God!”
7. The Fruit of Faith

A gift is received at an instant- immediately! But a fruit is cultivated after a process of time and skillful labor.


Gal. 5:22-23(KJV)

But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, meekness, temperance: against such there is no law.
· The gift of faith has to do with a specific Action
· The daily faith to live by has to do with a lifestyle
· The fruit of faith has to do with your character and attitude
Ps 125:1
As you learn to live by Faith and move in faith, you develop an abiding Trust in God
