BINGO

Getting Started

First I needed a place to hold my parties that had enough room for a lot of people, at least 20-30 to start. Usually that was between 2-3 parties. (Beginning over that amount of people is tough when you are just starting out!  Trust me!) Looking in the phone book for halls, I called around and got prices. Some were completely free; others had only a clean up fee. (I used these later on when I branched out) Pizza parlors were the perfect place!  I would bring people in to their business, and buy pizza and drinks for my guests. This also allowed people that would otherwise not go into these places to try their food and want to bring their families back. Many would book birthday parties and reduced rates with these places and one of their offered specials. I sold Tupperware and the pizza parlors sold food AND got more business! We both won! 

I contacted local Pizza places with large rooms and went in to talk with several in different parts of my town. Most won’t charge you anything to bring customers into their establishment and of course feed them all with their pizza! Find the ones that will NOT charge you.  I also had several

consultants living in Mobile Home parks and used their very large recreation rooms for these, having Pizza delivered at just the right time, and purchasing my own drinks for everyone. You can do it whichever way is easier.

I would hold several raffles, give away products, and have bingo games. I would always make sure I booked at least 3 parties before I would date the night these would be on. Pick different evenings that work, usually mid-week.  Don’t choose Friday nights or weekend days or nights, these are family times and people don’t tend to show up as much during the week.  The day you have your party is important, plan accordingly to get the most people out to your party! 

Now, YOU don't have to have " bingo" games, you can come up with your own games, or ideas off of my info, anything is possible and it truly works! Just make sure your idea appeals to EVERYONE somehow, gear it toward the ages of the people you’ll have attending also. Give away items that will appeal more to family woman, or older workingwoman, woman with small children or woman with older children. Make sure you have something for everyone.  I didn’t just give away Tupperware items, though ½ of my give-aways WERE Tupperware, I also put picture frames, utensils, recipe books, gadgets. etc.  Tupperware always had some of these items available to consultants as party gifts, and I used those to give away too.  You don’t want to SPEND a lot of money on giveaways; your goal is to MAKE money in sales! Don’t give away more than you’ll be bringing in on your commission. 

Once I had my game plan in place, I talked to several of my upcoming hostesses to see if they would be interested in holding a " Pizza Bingo" instead of a home party. I suggested the benefits, especially stressing NO messy clean up after the party, OR having to worry about refreshments, it would all be provided.  I charged each hostess only $5.00 for enough pizza and soda pitchers for EVERYONE in their party.

Set Up

Before the hostesses arrived with their guests, I would set up my display of items I would be selling, and giving away. Each place setting for my guests would also have a catalog, pen or pencil, order form AND their first “ Bingo” paper.  I set up the “ Raffle” Table with only the items for raffle. And last, a separate small table of items you’ll be giving away as winning items for the Bingo’s. Make sure this table is labeled BINGO items, or your guests may go over to the Display table. When you are doing your presentation of your display items, explain what each table is and what the items are for, demonstrating, raffle or where they will CHOOSE which item they want when they Yell Bingo! 

 Raffle

I would sell Raffle tickets at 3 for $1 or 20 tickets for $5, and keep the raffle open until after ordering. The raffle winner got a large gift, usually the hostess gifts that we, as consultants, got for a much lesser amount, or samples they were offering for the month. There is always something you can give away for the least amount of money that comes out of your parties. Remember, you only need ONE large gift for ALL of your parties per WEEK. People go crazy over raffles, they love to win things! Keeping your raffle open until your games begin will give people enough time to see everyone else buying tickets and they’ll instantly want to increase THEIR chances too, so you sell raffle tickets and a lot. I always had one of my other consultants help me with the raffle. (By the time I needed help, I had recruited my first 3 ladies, and they began holding their own bingos with ME at the places I held them. So, we began to become VERY large with upwards of 70+ people each night we held one, they become THAT popular! )

 The raffle worked beautifully to pay for the pizza (you can get a cheaper negotiated price for Pizza at most establishments if you buy in quantity OR use coupons! You're bringing in people; they try the food, and bring their families back, so everyone literally wins! ) AND it paid for the large gift to give away to the raffle winner. 

BINGO Cards

Bingo games are fun, but even MORE fun if you have more ways to win! Each attendee has to " earn" their papers for more ways to win. Here is what I would do. Make your own list, print it and include it WITH each invitation AND in catalogs at the tables!

Examples:

· EACH person gets a bingo paper just for showing up to the party! 

· Everyone who brought a friend, and their friend, gets 2 papers (this increases YOUR sales, when they bring you more guests!). 

· Anyone booking a party that night to hold within 3 weeks, gets a paper 

· Each outside order, receive one paper 

· For every $5 in Raffle tickets, receive one paper. 

· Each order of $25 (adjust this according to your party prices) gets a paper.

Conducting the Party

Who brought a friend?

I then would ask if anyone brought a friend with him or her.  I'd congratulate them and pass out those papers. I would then explain the rules of the evening. How to get more bingo papers to win more items (see above) and would print a paper of the different ways to include with their invitations their hostess would send out before the party so they would know well ahead of time. Always give your guests ways to increase their chances of winning AND increase your sales. You do this by stressing that they will get an additional paper for each $25 (or different amount as you set) they purchase in items and PAY for, that evening. 

Demo Raffle Items

Demonstrate the raffle items, one large and 2-3 smaller ones. Gift baskets work very well, as do lotions and stationary you can get in $1 stores. Always make your large raffle item something that is in your catalog line.

Raffle $, Food Orders, Demo Products, Collect Orders

After everyone is situated and you’ve explained the rules for earning more bingo papers, Collect Raffle money and give out tickets, order your pizza and soda or other drinks, demonstrate your products.  Use your catalogs; refer to pages that the item that you are demonstrating is on. Help them find the items and tell them WHY they need each one you show, give many different ideas so you are appealing to everyone. The demonstration should only take about 15-30

minutes depending on your Product line and amount of guests you have.  Remember your guests are attending to have FUN AND PURCHASE your products!  Your goal is to increase your sales by quantity, and doing so in LESS time by having ONE large multi hostess party!

Always demonstrate products BEFORE the games, get your orders FIRST. If you play the games first and give away your items, people will begin to leave!  Remember YOUR goal is earning MORE money in LESS time!

Ask if there is anyone else that would like to book their own pizza bingo party (again emphasizing the BENEFITS of this against an In-Home party.)  Ask if there are any last minute Raffle buyers, this is their last chance at winning your wonderful prizes! Explain that when someone wins they will get to CHOOSE the item of their choice as their prize off of your Bingo Table.  The MORE papers they have, the more chances they will have to win, and they’ll want all the chances they can get so they win the item THEY WANT to CHOOSE. 

I often used my own printed gift certificates as Bingo items, or as the main Raffle item! Again, make sure you can do this once you get your parties established! You want to MAKE money, not give away everything you’ll have coming in, and it is EASY to do if you don’t watch closely! 

After each person has all the raffle tickets they need, close the raffle.  This will be the LAST thing you give away, since it is the largest.
Collect everyone’s orders with payments, give appropriate extra bingo papers out, hand out your daubers or coverings for papers and explain how to play bingo.

Play BINGO

You’ll need either a toy Bingo Game for the numbers, or a basket with papers of all the Bingo numbers on them. It’s easy too, to buy a bingo set with the boards, coverings and numbers to start. I started with my kids Bingo game and once I knew this was working, bought packs of papers from the Bingo Distributor. (When you call the bingo Distributor, explain what you are

doing and that NO gambling is involved, that you do home parties and the bingo papers are only needed for gift give- aways, otherwise if they believe you are selling these and giving away money, it will NOT be legal for them to sell these papers to you! You CAN make your own also, or like I said, buy a child’s game or two) 

Rules for Bingo

After you’ve handed out the last of the bingo papers, explain that you will be calling out different Tupperware items and that if your guests have the items called, they are to mark or cover it. 

When they have 5 in a row, either horizontally or vertically (or in an x or T or Cross, play different kinds of games to keep it exciting!) They will need to yell “I LOVE TUPPERWARE!”  

The winner is then required to have you or your assistant check their winning paper against the items called. They then go and CHOOSE the item they would like off of your Bingo Table. 

By enabling them to choose what they would like, you may actually also increase your sales! I’ll show you:

I would put a SET of cups or bowls out, all separately in different places on the table.  Your guests will see these and WANT to WIN the entire set, to do this they must either spend more money purchasing your products out of the catalog OR spend more money in Raffle tickets to enable them to have MORE chances of winning those items they want! So Make sure your 

Give-aways are APPEALING, things your guests want AND need! 

Gift certificates work well too. 

Once you are on the Bingo games, your guests have ALREADY purchased and paid for their items! They’ll want to attend another party OR have their own in order to use these. Make sure you put that ON your certificates, that they are good for FUTURE purchases and give an expiration date of only 2-3 months at the most! This way you are certain to have incoming sales in a short period of time, they will want to use that certificate as soon as they possibly can!   Make them different. $5 & $10.

Play at least 10 Bingo games, make it fun and interesting!  Play more if you have a very large amount of people. You’ll know how much to play before time by the amount of guests you know your hostesses will have. Plan extras for the guests they will be bringing. You never really know how many guests your guests will bring unless you have them RSVP the amount of guests to their hostess, and they then tell you. You will figure out what works best for you.  You need to have at least ½ of the people win a small Bingo gift, which increases the fun and increases your sales! 

Raffle 

Once all the items are gone off of your bingo table, bingo is over. What I would sometimes do if I had a LOT of money come in with the raffle and I knew the pizza and drinks and gifts were well paid for and I had profit off the raffle, I would often give a $20 gift certificate away to ONLY your hostesses (do this ONLY if you have at least 6 or more hostesses!), surprising your hostesses (don’t tell them you’ll be doing this!) and thereby increasing your sales in another way, since the party can stay open a few days or a week and they still will be ordering for themselves!

After this is done, give away your raffle gifts. First the 2 or 3 smaller prizes, then the largest. The winner MUST still be present to win this! Explain this when you are explaining your raffle. In this way, you will have ALL of your guests staying to the very end of the party! 

Let your hostesses know how much they sold at their party, what they will be earning with their total sales and bookings, and give them a sheet of paper to rate your Pizza Bingos. This way you’ll know how YOU did, and what you can improve on.

With each party you have, your business will grow incredibly. Your bookings will increase because EVERYONE will have enjoyed themselves and WANT to book a fun party for THEIR friends.   YOU will be saving time by having the SAME parties that you would have spent multiple days having, in only one afternoon or evening. Your sales will increase as the number of hostesses and guests at each one party does, AND you’ll be recruiting others who want to do the same thing YOU are doing. You’ll be on YOUR way to becoming a manager, just as I did! 

You’ll be making MORE money in less time by holding a higher amount of parties and doing it in only ONE afternoon or evening! As your business grows, you may want to hold 2-3 Bingo’s per week. You’ll also want to allow your new recruits to have their parties with you, helping you out with the hostesses and guests by ordering the food and drinks, selling raffle tickets, demonstrating products for sale, give away or raffle, getting bookings. The more help you have going around to each hostess, the more time there is spent helping with orders and securing bookings, increasing your sales and your recruits sales (which in turn comes back to YOU!)
