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[image: image1.png]HOW TO USE AND QUOTE SUPPORTING DOCUMENTS,
IN SHORT ANSWERS AND ESSAYS.

( ..for both Primary and Secondary source documents.)

You will need to be able to do this in the School Centificate.

Follow these 3 simple guideline rules:

1. Never write out long slabs of guoted text in an answer or essay.

- Just quote two or three words from the document you are using and biend these
words into one of your own sentences.

For example:

QUESTION: Using the sources provided, explain how the
English Government responded to the plague.

..the Government passed, many laws to-try and stop the spread of the
plague. It became ilegal to-bury your dead in oy grave less thaw
“sixfeet deep”. Yow could: no-longer keep “any pigs inthe streety or
Lanes” and if your friend dieds after becoming “sick-of the plague’,
yow could not “accompany the corpse to-the chuwch” or grave yard
(Sowrce A, Ordery of the Lovd Mayor of Londow; 1665.)

Notice how you should name in brackets the source document or the author you are
quoting at the end of the paragraph.

-If you don't do that, you can mention the document or author in your paragraph.

For example:

..Source A provides evidence that the Governmenty of the time
passed laws to-try and stop the plague: InSource A yow can see
where the Mayor of London made it dlegal to-bury your deads in
any grave lessy thaw “six foot deep”..




A better way to introduce
some quoted evidence is to use the word ‘noted’.

For example:

QUESTION:Using the sources provided, explain how
everyday life in London was effected by the plague.
