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- Following your research, place on a world map, their name, location and the main facts known
 about each: the approximate time of construction, builders, apparent function/ purpose, unique features..
- Display this information in pop-outs on the map (See instructions below)
- On a second page discuss your discoveries in general. Such things as: were there any common characteristics found between the monuments, not only in the materials and construction methods used, but also the motive for constructing the monument - their function or purpose. What conclusions, could you draw from this about the beliefs, practices and behavior – of these different societies of people living during pre-historic times. (Length: 200-300 words)
- Include a bibliography of your sources of information: books, journals or web sites you use, on this second page.  A place to start: Google Image search ‘ancient…’ or  ‘prehistoric stone megaliths’, 
or  ‘prehistoric stone monuments’. 

Use the following instructions to make your project on a Word document
        (or if you wish you can use PowerPoint, Expression Web, or FrontPage.)
1. Open a new Word document and select Page Layout. Select Orientation/ Landscape, to turn page sideways.
2.  Click Insert and select Text box (simple), drag the box to top left of your page, then drag the bottom right corner square of the box to the bottom right of your page to make your page working space bigger.

3. Do a Google Image search for ‘blank map of world’, and open up and right mouse click ‘save picture as’, an image you like. Save it to a new folder on your desktop called ‘Pop-outs Project’.

4. On your new word document, pull down Insert, Picture, select the Desktop, then your new folder, select the map picture/file and then click Insert. Drag the corners of the picture in so it fits better.


	       If there is too much wasted white space around the edges of your map picture, crop this off.  To get the cropping tool to do this, (if it’s not already at the top right of your page), click your picture and the select the cropping tool.
Then drag the little black squares on the edge of your picture in, and then click the cropping tool again, to crop of the unwanted parts.



5. Click any part of your map where you want to make a pop out. Click Insert, then Shapes, then ‘Callouts’, and select the type of pop-out box you want to use. 

6. Following your research, label in your pop-outs with the relevant details and you can include a small illustration or picture as well. See example below.
