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RAMBLINGS FROM YOUR CHAPTER DIRECTOR  
 

Hey!!!  Are you ready to ride?  I know I sure am.  I just changed the oil in my Wing and have a couple of other minor things to 

do, but YES I am ready to ride. 

 

Donôt forget to prepare your bike.  Tires properly in flated, oil clean and at proper level, brakes still good and all fluid levels 

checked. 

 

Gary, Carol and I attended the Indiana District GWRRA Annual Spring Meeting in Anderson, Indiana on March 5
th
 and had a 

good time, along with learning some new and important information.  Carol even won a door prize.  The discussions included 

Officer Certification Program training, Officer Changes, Rider Ed, Spring Wing Warm Up, the Passport program, ADD Reports 

and some other things. 

 

How about a quick lesson in Metrics?  One (1) cubic inch equals 16.387064 Cubic Centimeters.  Why is that important to know?  

Well, some motorcycle brands like to brag about how many cubic inches their motors are (HD is one of them).  Well, if you want 

to do a little bragging, then here is some information for you.  Your 1800 Goldwing (actually it is 1832cc) engine is a 111.7955 

Cubic Inch motor and your 1500 Goldwing (actually it is 1520cc) engine is a 92.7561 Cubic Inch motor. (Divide engine size of 

Centimeters by 16.387064).  Occasionally you will see a road distance marker in Kilometers and not miles.  In order to convert to 

miles you just need to remember that 1.609344 kilometers equals 1 mile.  If the sign reads kilometers just divide that number by 

1.6 (you will be close enough).  For example 32 kilometers divided by 1.6 equals 20 miles.  And that is the math lesson for the 

day! 

 

I would like to mention something about problems with GAS.  Well, maybe not the kind of GAS you had in mind, but rather 

GASOLINE.  I have reworded this information a little from its original source, but I hope the message is still understandable.  

When you pull into a gas station and the pump only has one hose that pumps the different grades, how much of some other grade 

that was left in the hose are you actually getting?  For instance, you pump in 2 ½ gallons of premium, how much regular was in 

the hose before you started pumping premium?    There could be a pint or more and that could definitely affect the performance 

of the engine.  The best advice is to avoid stations that have single hose pumps and you wonôt have this problem.  The other 

solution is to only fill up when you are very low on gas, so the proportion of some other grade of gas will be small enough it 

wonôt matter.  Most Goldwings run on regular grade gasoline, so there is not really a problem.  Another gasoline problem is that 

why do you normally get worse gas mileage in the winter?  The problem is that winter gas is a different formula than summer 

gas.  Winter gas is more volatile (has less energy) than summer formula and so it takes more of it to get you down the road.  The 

difference is mostly related to the amount of butane in the formula, and that is related to ambient air temperature.  The gas needs 

to be more volatile in order to vaporize at lower temperatures.  A 10% drop in mileage is normal.

Four Levels Program 
 

 Level I ï ñSafety By Commitmentò 
You may sign up for the rider Education Programôs Level I at any time.  There are no 
prerequisites or minimums to meet.  Simply bring your commitment to make riding safer for 
yourself and those with whom you ride. 
 

 Level II ï ñSafety By Educationò 
To progress to the level, you must have signed on at Level I, achieved at least 5,000 safe 
riding miles since becoming a GWRRA member and have taken an approved riding training 
course (riders) or an approved co-rider training course (seminar or 2-Up riding course) within 
the past two years. 
 

 Level III ï Certified Tour Rider/Co-Rider ñSafety By Preparednessò 
You must be current in Level II, have CPR or First Aid training certification and carry a First Aid 
kit on your bike. 
 

 Level IV ï Master Tour Rider/Co-Rider ñSafety by Enhanced Preparedness & Experienceò 
You must be current and have a full year at Level III, have ridden at least 25,000 safe miles 
since joining GWRRA, have completed and approved Rider Training course within the past 
year and must be certified in both CPR and First Aid.  Co-riders must meet the same 
requirements with the substitution of a Co-Rider seminar or 2-Up riding course.

The word HELLO, is one of our first words we learn as a baby

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Do You Have A Successful Chapter? 
What makes a GWRRA Chapter successful? Why do some Chapters seem to thrive, grow, and 
remain active? When talking with Chapter Directors who have growing, healthy Chapters, we always ask 
the question, ñWhat makes your Chapter successful?ò The answer usually centers on the same basic 
points, points which may be successful for your Chapter. 
Successful Chapter Directors tell us they start by selecting the right person for each TEAM position. 
Many times a Chapter Director simply asks for volunteers at a Chapter Gathering to fill a vacant position; 
other times the position will be listed in the Chapter newsletter. In many cases, no one volunteers and 
the Chapter Director simply says, ñNo one is willing to help, I have to do it all myselfò. The successful 
Chapter Director looks for and seeks out an individualôs strengths. They get to know their Participants, 
their interests, their hobbies, etc. Then they approach the individual to review with them some of the 
tasks they wish to accomplish. They handle this on a one-on-one basis. A volunteer must know what 
they are being asked to do and what is expected in the position for which they are being considered. Itôs 
more than just having a warm body to fill a position. Putting the right person in the right TEAM position 
can make you successful. The volunteer will enjoy performing the task and help make the Chapter 
successful. 
Chapter Directors tell us another way to be successful is to stay in touch with ALL Chapters 
Participants. Successful Chapter Directors tell us this is very important. Not only do they contact the 
New and Prospective Members, they stay in touch with every Chapter Participant on a regular basis. A 
telephone call or email usually does the job. Successful Chapter Directors tell us they contact 
Participants who miss a Gathering, ride, or event. This lets Participants know they are missed and are 
an important part of the Chapter. Members who do not participate on a regular basis are contacted 
quarterly just to check on them and let them know what is going on. With todayôs technology, itôs easy to 
keep Chapter newsletters and other information flowing to them. Chapter Participants may, at one time 
or another, have health issues, financial issues, or other difficulties and may not be able to attend 
Chapter activities. If this occurs, staying in touch with these members will let them know they are 
important to the Chapter and increase the chances that they will return and participate with the Chapter 
again. 
There are some Chapters that have Participants who just want to attend Gatherings and eat. There is 
nothing wrong with this. That is why it is important to know what Participants like and want to do so you 
can schedule events and activities accordingly. Other Chapter Participants join GWRRA to ride with 
others and make new friends. As leaders, we need to provide activities for everyone. 
Successful Chapter Directors tell us they are always looking for new ideas and ways to increase 
participation. Many times they tell us they turn to the Chapter of the Year Program to provide new ideas 
for participation in the Chapter. This Program provides them with many suggestions and opportunities to 
promote FUN and renew participation for their Chapter. The Chapter of the Year Program also provides 
a way for the Chapter to be recognized for its accomplishments. One successful Chapter Director 
stated, ñIf a Chapter participates in the Chapter of the Year Program, they will be successfulò. 
Is your Chapter successful? Do you have a problem getting anyone to assist? Do you seem to do 
everything yourself? Have you tried to do what other Chapter Directors are doing to be successful? If 
you do nothing, then nothing will be done! 
We encourage all Chapters to visit and support each other. Try new things, go in new directions, and 
mix it up. If your Chapter is not going forward and having FUN, what have you got to lose? Nothing!
