1. The section of 5: 1-11 shows the benefits of justification by faith. List them here.  You will need to read the whole section and mark them before listing them.  After you list the, briefly define them and their importance for Paul’s argument.

2. What is the emphasis of Chapter 5? What has been done for the believer …

3. What is the value of “suffering”? That is, what does it produce? What is the value of “perseverance”? What does it produce? How does character produce hope? 

4. How does the coming of the law in 5:6-8 show that the time had come for Christ to demonstrate God’s love?  What is the Greek word used here and the one used in Galatians 4:4?  Is there any significant difference?

5. What are the words that Paul uses to describe those for whom Christ died? List them and briefly define them here.

6. What is so important for Paul to use the term “die for” four times in three verses? What importance does the preposition “hyper” have for this discussion?

7. How would the author differentiate 5: 6-8 with 5: 9-11? What do they both hove in common with love?

8. Why is the word echthroi pivotal in understanding of verses 10 and 11? List the four reasons for saying the term is a passive sense meaning those who have enmity toward God.

9. Paul makes how many of the total references to Adam in the NT? Where are the exceptions found?

10. How does Paul go back to Adam to show that all men are in fact sinners with the one exception of Jesus Christ?

11. What is the precise relation of Adam in his fall to those who come after him? Be specific.

12. How can we understand that all men sinned in Adam? Is there other biblical principle to support this view? Where is it found?

Describe how Christ’s effect on men is found to be totally different from that of Adam and vastly superior to it.

13. In 5: 20-21 another factor comes into view as Adam, the figure, fades away. What does Paul introduce in place of Adam?

14.  Describe how Paul personifies sin in 5:20-21. 

15. Why is the treatment of sin, death, and salvation in terms of righteousness vital to our understanding of our relation to God?
