6. How does Paul use the metaphor of baptism and what is the importance of this metaphor in relation to Paul’s argument in these verses?  Where is it that the believer is baptized into? Christ’s death or his burial? Why is your answer important?

7. What is the problem with reference to resurrection in 6: 5-7?  What was crucified? Our old self or our old man. What does the author state? What is the problem with the old order in the life of the believer?

8. What is the purpose of the crucifixion of our old man? What is meant by the expression “body of sin”?

9. Why is it important that the believer feel that the captain of his salvation will never come under the power of  sin and death?

10. What was the key word of 6: 3? What is the key word in 6: 11-14? What does it mean? What is the author’s threefold justification for using the term here?

11. Why is it worthy of attention that Christians are said to be ‘under Grace”?

12. What is the difference between 6:1’s question and that of 6:15 in relation to sin?

13. Why does Paul justify his reference to “slavery” in these verses?

14. What does Paul pit against sin, wages, and death respectively in v 23? Copy the small print on page 74 which shows the contrast.
