1. What three items have occupied Paul from 5:12 to this present passage? List them.

2. Contrast Paul’s three essential statements concerning the woman’s relationship to her husband and the readers relationship to the law. What is Paul’s essential concern from this discussion?  Do you think this is a passage that deals directly with marriage and divorce? Why or why not?

3. Why does Paul bring death to the law into his conversation involving believers? What are the two parts of this severance from bondage?

4. List the four ways that Paul has used “flesh” in Romans.

5. Why is it that the law cannot be identified with sin?  What law does the apostle have in mind in his discussion in 7: -25? Ceremonial or moral? Why?

6. What does “sin” refer to in 7:7? What is the Greek word used here and why is it appropriate for Paul’s discussion?

7. Define the word “opportunity” in 7:8. What is its background? How can sin be said to be “dead”?

8. Explain Paul’s statement that he was once alive apart from the law in 7:9-11.

9. Why is the law holy in 7:12?

10. What observable shift in emphasis is seen in 7:7-13 to 7:14-25?

11. How is the law spiritual according to 7:14-20?

12. What did the Rabbis teach concerning the two impulses of man? Does Paul’s presentation differ from the Rabbi’s and if so, how?

13. How should Chapter 7 be seen? Is it a true autobiographical sketch? Are these verses to be understood as that of an unsaved man? What evidence is given for such a position?  Is this a depiction of the saved man, despite his wretchedness? Or is there a third alternative provided by the author? State it briefly. Which do you think is most correct in light of context?
