4.What possible reason could Paul have for mentioning angels in 11:10?

5.What is the final point of 11: 13-15? What is Paul’s conclusion in 11:16?

6.List the five principles Paul presents to govern the church and individual Christians in their life and conduct:

7.What are the three matters Paul deals with in relation to the Lord’s Supper? How can you explain 11:23-24 in relation to Paul’s “having received” the information of the Lord’s Supper?

8.The word “cup” used metonymously for its contents symbolizes what? What does it take to participate in the Lord’s Supper “in an unworthy manner”? How can a person put themselves to the test? What would that mean?

9.How might one divide the section on Spiritual gifts (12:1-14:40)? What is the two fold test of the presence of the Holy Spirit in 12: 2-6?

10.Why are Spiritual gifts given and how does the list in Chapter 12 begin? With the most important or least important or does it matter?

11.List and briefly define each of the spiritual gifts.

12.What differences have been deduced to show there is a difference between Acts 2 and 1 Cor 12-14 in relation to tongues? What should happen with tongues speaking in the church?

13.What does Paul mean in 12:13 “baptized into one spiritual body”? .What is the emphasis of 12: 21-26?

14.What are the positive characteristics of Christian love and the negative ones?

15.What does Paul mean by “pass away, katargeo” in 13:8-12?

16.Explain why Paul feels that the gift of tongues is not to be preferred. Be sure to include all the reasons given by the author.

17.What does 14: 10-12 add to the idea that “tongues” is a known foreign language? Who is the “idiots” (unlearned” according to 14: 15-17? 

18 .What is Paul’s argument in 14: 20—25? What does Paul conclude in 14: 22 about tongues? What are the regulations of 14: 29-33a in regard to prophesying?

19.What does Paul discuss in 14: 33b-36? Is there a contradiction between these verses and 11:5ff? Do you agree with the author’s interpretation of these verses? Why or why not?

20.What three things can we observe about tongues-speaking in the church today according to the author of the text?
