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However, whoso looks into the perfect Law of liberty, continued therein, he being not a forgetful hearer, but a doer of the work, this man shall be blessed in deed.., so speak and so do, as they that shall be judged by the law of liberty.
 

Reading the above scripture informs the saint of God that they can operate just in the natural realm of just mentally assenting or just merely hearing the word. We need to read and do the word of God operating under the law of liberty. A doer of the work of God will abide in the promises of their master, and by doing this very thing will bring blessings to the man of God. 

Deed’s of obedience bring life, but deed’s of disobedience will bring only cursing and death. Any person speaking or acting under this law will fully understand that they can be judged under this moral instruction given by Christ Jesus, because this law centers around love and respect for the other maturity and growth. 

Trying to understand how God the Father views us as family is a mystery, yet knowing that each is seeing the other through carnal eyes of being an adult has caused much strife in the body of Christ. 

When we are in Christ only then can we truly be the new creatures in Christ Jesus. This new creature isn’t like the old man that is under the natural laws of human kind, but he operates much like Jesus did in the realm of the spirit, which is the Supernatural. 

The newborn again Christ-like baby must mature into the very image of Christ Jesus himself. He must die to self, hate sin, and love all mankind becomes a prisoner of this world (P.O.W.) that need’s to see the Master who is their redeemer.

 The Mature believer must help the human to make their eternal chose that is ever man’s right. We are like flying fish with the law of liberty…eventually we will have to return to the water’s that birth us.

According to their will and liberty the believer is to move in the character of God’s spirit (see chapter thirteen the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus), and that what this law of Liberty is all about. I will explain to you the in these next pages. How to read and understand these principles operates. In order to learn the practicality of the law of liberty we must learn of through the writings of the Apostle Paul; although, he never mentions the super-natural law by name. 

He did define it for us in I Corinthians the sixth chapter and the twelfth verse, and in chapter ten verses twenty-three and twenty-six. All things are lawful unto me, but not all things are expedient: All things are lawful for me, but I will not be brought under the power of any. In the reading of the first phrase…All things are lawful unto me, but not all things are expedient. It is understood the disciple of Christ has the right to do any thing because.., and where the spirit of the Lord is there is liberty.
 

Mankind may have the liberty do anything and everything in Christ, but these freedoms come with a price of both your witness and your health being damaged. The word expedient…is an adjective, which means to act procreated to a particular purpose, or to serving narrow or selfish interests. Yet acting this way will never be profitable. All things are lawful for the man of God, or will you be a sellout! 

Giving your dominion or lose your authority toward the flesh, the world or Satan and when you act like this world carnal Christian you just put a price on your ahead for the Devil to sell your earthly good, which are worthless. Note, there is a liberty, states Matthew Henry; wherewith, Christ has made us free in which must stand fast. 

 Surely Paul would never carry this liberty so far as to put himself into the power of any bodily appetite… All things are lawful for mankind, but all things are not constructive to the character and edifying to spiritual life.

 The law of liberty works against selfishness, which doesn’t allow anyone to work for self-profit. Because avenging, or bear any grudge against the brotherhood is prohibited. We are to love our neighbor as ourselves. The story of the Good Samaritan is a classic parable of how we should treat those in need or hurting.  

The law of liberty works against idolatry, which is covetousness; operates under the spirit of Whoredom. This particular spirit can only function under the seed of stubbornness, which is iniquity and idolatry.

 Therefore, the Holy Ghost uses the law of kindness will remind the believer that the earth is the Lord. Everything in the earth has been given to the race of man is only to be a steward of God’s property. Knowing these facts, we must ask the question how do we operate as stewards of what God has given us? 

Now to operate in the law of liberty remembers this: I can do all things through Christ which strengths me
. This can only take place when we read the Master manual for the shepherd. How to deal with the strong and weak Christian, and by using some how to Christ-help book, which can’t be found in any bookstore unless you look in the bible under Romans chapter fourteen, which is free to all.

 In verses one through five, Paul tells the pastors and the people of Roman to let the meeker uphold the weaker and not judge them in their deeds, but sustain the one that is weak by teaching Christ’s commandments to them and then covering the person in prayer and forgiveness when they sin. 

The next five verses in the chapter in Romans reminds us whether we are saved or lost that whether we live or die it is God that sustains all of mankind. God the Father only can hold us in judgment, so we are warned not to criticize or pass judgment. 

They’ll stand before His judgment seat. We honor God what we confess out of our mouth, and if we bless those that are weaker or condemn them we are actually condemning or blessing God by what we pronounce over them with our judgment. The only reason we criticize is, too justifiable our own selfish nature.

 According to Romans to be accepted in the Kingdom of God isn’t on our carnal aspersion, but is to be in righteousness (faith and Love in what Jesus Christ did, which operates under the law of righteousness), peace, and joy (which operate the law of liberty) in the Holy Ghost. 

Operating in these characteristics of the fruit of the Spirit of God, you will be pleasing to God and approved by men as you move in true liberty. True liberty can only be defined as peace and joy in God that will make harmony for the mutual up building edification, and the development of one another.

 Finally, true liberty isn’t to do what you want when you want at the expense of others down fall, but its not to do anything that would cause your brother or sister stubble turning away from God. The person that causes them to stumble in sins of offence or weakening them has done the greater of sinning.

First, we can be proving all of this by knowing that your personal convictions should be done in the presence of God. You must have enough self-control to keep them to yourself. 

Secondly, strive only to know the truth and obey Christ Jesus will for your person life in faith. Finally, doubts about what to eat, drink, smoke, wearing of clothing, or other confusing convictions aren’t an act of faith as it is written: For whatsoever is not of faith is sin
.

We as the body of Christ have been called to liberty; we get this liberty by humbling ourselves and receiving the adoption through the spirit of grace and supplication
 by calling on ABBA Father
. Therefore, operating under the law of liberty allows love to serve one another; not seeking us but each other instead of striving and bickering. Striving stops the liberty of God moving to help in a time of provision. 

The law of liberty allows a person to walk habitually in the Holy Ghost, which will break the spirit of Bondage to fear and freedom from the string of death. Sinning can only assist a person to gratify the cravings and the desires of the flesh; it allows mankind’s nature to be formed without God. 

Being led by the Holly Ghost or the carnal nature is a choice, which brings two things: with the Holy Spirit, you will be led to operating in the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus, and will free you from the law of sin and death. 

Finally, being led by the carnal nature you will only fulfill the works of the flesh. The works of the Flesh are a consequence of the law of sin and death, and walk-in the spirit results of the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus and the law of liberty. 

The fruit of the Spirit are the rewards of us not operating in the carnal nature of the world, which makes a disciple a prisoner of this world. Operating in the consequences of any of these laws will bring both a supernatural and natural results, but the fruit of the Spirit which is the reward of the law of liberty (which is the result of righteousness, peace and joy, which brings the moving of the Holy Ghost). 

Because were the Spirit of the Lord is there is liberty
, which will never allows the law of sin and death to work against you. The Law of sin and death is now an offensive weapon for the believer that at one time was the force that bonds you to the flesh, the world, and Satan control.

 Now the forces that will protect you because you are the righteousness of Christ Jesus, which is the tree of life, but the Law of the natural and nature can open the door of the works of charismatic witchcraft and the spirit of Divination, which in the body of Christ today.
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
