Company Stance: A.D. Vision has never made a big splash in the optical world yet. When they were doing just a few laserdiscs, one comment (unsubstantiated?) was that they didn't want to get too far into a market that had a change of being eroded seriously by this new "DVD" format. And this was back in 1996. Many anime DVD fans were disappointed after hearing this and seeing a serious lack of commitment from them. 

Since the 1998 summer conventions, ADV has indicated some trials into the DVD market. January 1998 brings their first title, Tekken (uncut and only available subbed on DVD) and they followed with an announcement of Queen Emeraldas to be released on DVD as well during the summer of 1999. There have been many rumors about potential releases, with many indications showing a possible big splash in the DVD market for ADV in 1999. 

In 1999, ADV has indicated that they believe DVD will be the dominant format over the course of the next few years and are committed to getting more titles out. Current plans are on hold until a strong authoring house that can handle a large amount of titles is selected, but once that's done, a large portion of new and old shows will begin to make their way onto DVD, including perennial favorite Neon Genesis Evangelion. 

Now in 2000, ADV is believed to have upwards of 36 titles in development for the DVD format with several of them being day and date releases with the VHS. ADV's support for DVD is continually growing.

Company Stance: One of the early pioneering domestic anime companies, Animeigo has almost always listened to fan input. When the laserdisc boom began, Animeigo put out some of the best discs. Now, with the DVD craze taking a serious foothold in the anime community, Animeigo has tested the waters with their flagship title, Bubblegum Crisis. Produced in conjunction with Multimedia 2000, Bubblegum Crisis is going the one-shot route with the entire series, plus extras and DVD-ROM capabilities at a higher price, yet lower than any other way of getting all this material. 

As of Anime Expo 99, Animeigo has solidly listed the first 80 episodes of Urusei Yatsura, all 11 OVA's and all 5 movies that they own will be put on DVD, with several pieces to hit in early 2000. Animeigo has also acquired the Macross TV series and will be bringing it to VHS and DVD in the late summer of 2000.

Update: From Animeigo's Site in Jan 1999 

There has been a real change in the acceptance of DVDs over the past 6 months. 

6 months ago, LDs were the preferred format for collectors, but this has changed radically. Now it's >90% "either or DVD" vs. 10% "LD only". Our informal poll on the website shows this. Other people in the industry report the same findings. Robert talked to the guy who pressed our LDs yesterday, and was told he's never seen anything like it. Almost nobody wants to press LDs anymore, and the major stores are refusing to even stock them. 

While we are still finalizing our plans and scheduling, AnimEigo plans to re-release most of our catalog on DVD in 1999 and 2000. In the case of subtitled-only titles, we will in most cases probably release the DVDs with hard video titles as opposed to selectable DVD titles; this is because DVD titles are not as good than the video titles we can do, and have some limitations that are annoying. We understand that this choice is controversial, and we will poll likely buyers of DVD sets before deciding whether or not to go with hard "video" subtitles. In the case of product we've dubbed, it'll be a bilingual DVD with DVD titles. Region coding will be on a case-by-case basis, depending on what the licensor in Japan wants. 

We haven't decided what will come out first and when, but the more popular titles will come out first. Please don't bombard us with email requests for a particular title. In situations where we need more input, we'll do another poll! 

Regarding UY, UY TV will be almost certainly be released on DVD. All of it, not just the contents of 11-20. We will soon do an online signup ala KOR but it won't be a pre-subscription, we'll just charge you when it ships. Our initial estimate is that we can fit 8 episodes per DVD-10 (2-sided DVD), so basically 2 VHS tapes will go on each DVD. The pricing will be the same as for VHS. The Movies and OVA's may also be released on DVD at a later date; we'll run a poll and see if there is interest. Those lucky people who bought the original UY TV LD 1-10 box set will be able to upgrade to DVD at a discount if they want. 

AnimEigo has in the past traditionally released on both VHS and LD. From now on, we will be releasing on both VHS and DVD. However, we realize that there are some fans out there that love LD and wish to see us continue to support it. We will continue to release on LD on a case-by-case basis, if there is enough interest in a LD pressing to make it economically feasible. 

Finally, many people have asked us if we are going to do another limited edition box set after KOR TV. The answer is "yes." The question at this point is "What to do?" We will be running a survey to find out what you'd like to do soon. 
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Bandai Entertainment
Company Stance: Opening their doors in 1998, Anime Village is the U.S. anime arm of Bandai. At present, they have just started selling VHS tapes of such fan favorites of Gundam and Vision of Escaflowne. During their first month of web presence, there has been strong vocal support to bring their shows to DVD, and they claim that they will look into it in the future. As of this writing, there are over 200 signatures for Escaflowne on the Anime DVD Support Campaign, with more coming each day. With the focus of Anime Village being "giving the fans what they want", they're in the curious position of whether they'll listen to what is becoming a fast growing segment of fans. 

As of summer 1999, Anime Village has indicated that two titles will be out this year with the possibility of more. Their first announcements of Outlaw Star and Cowboy Bebop has made many fans happy. The only guidelines given to Anime Village by parent company Bandai is that for a show to be eligible for DVD in the U.S., it must have been out on DVD in Japan for at least six months. Unfortunately, with no Gundam shows on DVD in Japan yet, a good percentage of fans are left out to dry. Hopefully this will change over time and as sales continue to grow with their upcoming DVD products. 

As of early 2000, Anime Village has made some strong indications of where there DVD policy is going. With Cowboy Bebop slated and Gundam Wing coming out day and date with VHS with more episodes than the VHS, Anime Village looks to be a true contender for 2000.

Company Stance: CPM is definitely a front runner in the anime DVD field. While mostly bringing out catalog titles at the moment, they do have several high-profile newer releases in the pipeline for 1999, including the Revolutionary Girl Utena series in one box set. They are bringing out titles on a near monthly basis. Several people have reported that during recent conventions that they intend to put their entire catalog on DVD, including Anime 18 titles. CPM was also strong in the laserdisc market for several years.

For now, it seems as if they are bringing over titles that exist in both a subtitle and dubbed format so as to appease both sides of fandom. This may cause some trouble with some titles as dubs were never made.

CPM and Image are committed to bringing their anime DVD's out in the region 0 format whenever possible. The only reason that they would be coded for region 1 is if the licensee requests it. This shows a serious understanding of their fan base and the fact that many of their customers are not in the U.S. and Canada alone.

Since late 1998, CPM has begun to do more of their DVD's in-house as opposed to sublicensing them to Image. Some titles have been licensed to Digital Versatile Disc, Inc in order to bring more catalog titles to the field, but CPM is very strongly committed to the format.

Company Stance: Manga's entry into the DVD market, Ghost In The Shell, was delayed nearly 8 months (or longer) due to mastering issues. Manga showed its commitment to a quality product in not releasing substandard copies of its flagship title until they were pleased with it. Going a step further, they made what many call a reference 5.1 English audio soundtrack for it. Manga has since released one other disc, Ninja Scroll, which has been plagued with several audio/video problems. Their original statement of releasing those two titles, as well as Wings of Honeamise, and then appraising the market, has made them one of the slower releasing companies. With news that Wings has been delayed until 1999 so as to acquire the new Japanese 5.1 soundtrack, things are even slower now.

Essentially, Manga went into a deep sleep after Ninja Scroll, hopefully in an effort to fix the few problems that the disc had. 1999 could be a big year for them as well, with indications that Perfect Blue and X/1999 movies will be released on DVD after their theatrical run, as well as several other series making their way to the format, though nothings has yet to be disclosed to fandom at large.

With some early release information that came out early in 2000, Manga looks like they could easily rebound from the past two years and come out strong with a large number of releases this year. While nothing firm has been said as of yet, indications are that they're listening to what the market wants.
