Graphical Presentation of Information
Objectives: The student will: (1) design and create computer slides to introduce themselves and their interest; (2) to support a presentation of research regarding a career interest. (3) Burn a Presentation on CD
Due Date: The student should upload the PowerPoint presentation file no later than 11:30 PM, April 22, 2005.

Points: This assignment is worth 100 homework assignment points.

Prerequisite Work:  Skillport Learning Assignment

It is expected that you have experience using various computer/Internet tools, including presentation graphics software such as Microsoft PowerPoint, prior to enrolling in this course. However, if you need help learning how to use Microsoft PowerPoint to create slides, you can log on and use use the Skillport Computer-Based Learning Modules provided by UH. You have a Skillport account that matches your WebCT id or your Cougarnet domain user id (password is your birthdate in MMDDYYYY format). Try visiting http://uh.skillport.com to log on. Note that the Skillport courses may include valuable information about how to use software that you, most likely, will not ‘pick up’ from casual use. You may want to explore the Skillport materials to enhance your existing skills, even if your existing skills are adequate to complete an assignment.

Homework #11 Outline of Tasks
1. Introduce yourself, Add digital image of yourself. Let us know yours major and interest in education. (1 or 2 slides)

2. In a previous homework assignment you researched a career or occupation in which you have an interest. You wrote a formal report about your career interest for that assignment. For this homework assignment you will repurpose the content you created in the report for a different audience and format. The intended audience for the repurposed content is your parents (or other benefactors). You will attempt to ‘sell’ the career interest you reported on as your chosen career for which you need their funding support to continue your schooling in pursuit of that career. The format you will use is a PowerPoint slide show of at least 10 but no more than 12 slides. You will not deliver an oral presentation in person; rather, you will set up the slide show to run unattended. The evaluating criteria focus on the presentation slides you create with PowerPoint and how well they target the intended audience. (30% of total grade)
3. The first step in the assignment is to repurpose your content by creating slides. There are many ways to take content from Word into PowerPoint directly, or you may use the notes pages in PowerPoint to type, roughly, the text of the presentation. Once you have the text content of the slides, you must format the slides and add special effects as follows.

4. In your slides, you must use some special effects.

Requirements and special effects (5 points each, if other not 
specified)
· Use a “map” slide, so you can back to the same slide over and over, by linking “map” button to different part of presentation.
· Use different backgrounds (as digital images) and colors
· Use an attractive font and color scheme, so we can read easily 
· Use a variety of slide types: 
 
· Use Headers or footers to add your name 
· Place image on almost every page
· Different types of Animation and transition effects (different on every slide. Remember our goal not professional presentation, but show all your knowledge about creating presentation) 

· Different Sounds: Clips, recorded voice by microphone. Extra Points
· Small clip or movie. If you cannot find a movie covering the subject, give a short explanation why you inserting some other movie. Nice joke is appropriate. Extra Points
· Few hyperlinks. Make sure, that they are working 

· The presentation must be long enough to adequately cover the subject matter (total of 10-12 slides). 
·  Check spelling

· Give all appropriate references: (Book, article, internet, yourself…)

· You can add to Power Point Presentation Streaming Audio and Video for extra points.
· Use a design template that comes with PowerPoint 2003 as the basis for at least one slide.

· Use bulleted text in at least one slide.

· Use clip art that has been edited Insert edited and not edited clipart 

· Use an animation effect that impacts the way one slide transitions to another (apply to at least one slide. Back to the “map” slide, for example).

· Use an animation effect that impacts the way the information on a slide builds itself (all-at-once versus one-information-element-at-a-time) and apply it to at least one slide.

· Include at least one picture that you have scanned in or one that you have downloaded from the internet.

· Include a simple graphic that you created with (minimally) the PowerPoint drawing tools.

· Include an appropriate closing slide

· The last slide must be a solid colored blank slide (a blank slide has no text nor does it include any graphical elements).

5. Once your slides are created, you are ready to make the slide show into one that can run unattended. To see how to do so, log in to the SkillPort Computer-Based Training Modules provided by UH and go to the Catalog to select: IT End-user Curricula – Microsoft Office 2003 – Microsoft PowerPoint 2003: Advanced PowerPoint – Running, Broadcasting, and Reviewing PowerPoint 2003 Presentations – Play This Course. Complete the section titled Running a Slide Show in PowerPoint 2003. You also have to set up timings for the slides in the show. Use PowerPoint Help to figure out how. (10 points)
6. When you are done, save the PowerPoint slides and burn CD (10 % of grade). You may choose to submit it through WebCT using the course naming convention for files. Then also save the presentation as a Presentation Show with an extension of .pps. Upload the two files username11.ppt and username11.pps into your Homework 11 drop box in WebCT. By choosing submitting through WebCT you will forfeit CD points. The whole presentation must be in one location in the folder “Power Point Presentation”. Burn your Presentation on CD with all appropriate files (Pictures, audio files and video files). You need CD-R (recordable) disc. It is easy to demolish CD, so you need more than one. Test out the Presentation in somebody else computer. Submit CD to Instructor by due date and time.
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
