Creating Web Page, using Microsoft Word 

(100 points)
You can build a web page by writing your own HTML codes, by using a web-authoring program, such as Macromedia’s Dreamweaver or MS Front Page. Or you could make a simple page in MS Word and save it as an HTML document (hypertext markup language - a web page). HTML is a simple language that formats documents so they can be viewed on the Internet.  You need a web browser, such as Internet Explorer or Netscape to view web pages.  

Like most web page authoring programs, Word has the capability to allow you to create a document, insert hyperlinks, and then convert the document by inserting html codes to allow it to be viewed on the Internet. 
Before the end of this semester you will create your personal web site, using Microsoft Word and HTML. Now it is time to create a web page, using Microsoft Word only. A Web site is a group of related Web Pages.  The main Web page is called a home page. It is usually displayed first. The first page must be eye-catching and attract visitors. Give us some information about yourself. Do not provide any physical address information.  Some evil people may use private data you supply to hurt you. Teacher can give some suggestions, but you and only you can decide is it appropriate for your Web site or not.  Try to not hurt anybody’s feelings. Offensive Web pages will be not graded.

Use your Word processing skills. Open a blank Microsoft Word document.  Type any text and insert any picture, which you want to appear in your personal web page. Save your web page as index.html inside HTML folder (on S-drive) and transfer to Angelfire server, including every inserted file-images and linked documents. All appropriate images, sounds must be transferred under sub-folder

Requirements:

· Use DTP techniques (except, maybe, two-column format) such as multiple fonts, size, graphics, typographic characters and other formatting features. (appearance 50 points)
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Introduce yourself. Find the way to introduce yourself, so we 
know who were created a web page. Your Instructor and grader 
would not able recognize you by e-mail.  Please insert your 
picture, Last and First name and class. You can remove your info 
or whole Web page after completing course. It’s happened so rare, 
because you and your friends will be proud for what you have 
done. (5 points)
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Include at least one real picture (Digital Image). If you don’t want 
picture of yourself on the Web – it is your right. Include any real 
picture of your kid, your house, your animal or any other picture, 
which you personally made by digital camera or scanned in the lab. 
Let your teacher know what or who is shown in your web page. If 
you decide to use a picture from Internet, we will consider it as a 
graphic or digital picture, but you forfeit points for real Digital 
Image. (5 points)
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Add links to WebCT and other classes (5 points)
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Link your web page to Your Teacher web page: 
http://www.angelfire.com/magic2/nfofanova  (5 points)
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Link your web page to UH Web site (5 points)
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Make the background as a picture not as a plain color (pick a 
very light picture, so we can read black text easily. If we cannot 
read the words, you did not write them. (5 points)
· Add appropriate moving objects and link it to your e-mail. Make it clear for everyone to recognize, that by clicking this object we will send e-mail to you. (5 points) 
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Add a horizontal line (as an image) (5 points)
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Create ordered (numbered) list (5 points)
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Create unordered (bulleted) list (5 points)
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Include table(s) (5 points)
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Insert images found on the Internet or clipart (5 points)
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Use different alignment for images (left, center, right) (5 points)
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Use graphics and also buttons as link(s) that do an action or

· Completing requirements from Homework # 12 worksheet is 30% of your total grade for Project

· Surprise your teacher by adding some unusual feature to your web page and we will consider adding some extra points to your work. This step is not expected extra credit, but your willingness to make your web page unusual and attractive. 
· Add frames. Frames are not required, but may add few extra points to your total grade. Extra points
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Add live audio of your real voice (use a microphone & Sound

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Add some Internet sounds that are not your voice. Try 
Findsounds.com. Find right song or clip, save it as a file and insert 
it as a link.

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Transfer your index.html file with all appropriate images and 
documents: everything you have inserted to your web page must 
be transferred (FTP-ed). It is an extremely important step. All 
images and documents and index.html must be stored and 
transferred from one single location to one single location. You may 
decide to submit your project by CD or other way. If you do so you 
will forfeit 40 % of your grade.

Start a web browser to connect to the Internet.  Type your URL in 
the address box. Your Web page must appear. Check every link 
(not working link or image cost you -5 points). Everything must 
work as it meant to be. If not, go back to S-drive, re-link and make 
appropriate changes and re-transfer it again. You can re-transfer 
all files again or just those where you have made changes. 
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Send e-mail to grader (and CC to instructor) through WebCT about 
completing a Project. Mention your name, class and URL. If you not 
sent e-mail I assume that you submitting project by CD (-40%) or 
not submitting a Project at all. CD must be handled to Instructor 
(or grader) before due date during working lab hours.
HTML Web Page Project (100 point)
Creating Web Pages using HTML code

If you are a freshman, this Project is going to be very unusual for you. Hopefully after completing the Project you will understand that a university education is not only “following directions precisely”, but creating something absolutely new using Internet searches, books and mostly your brains. This is exciting learning process. When you graduate you might create step-by-step directions for your co-workers or later on, your employees. It is not hard to cross this barrier unless you are afraid to try new ideas. Consider this Project as a huge jump to your future independence. 

Research Internet and from different books what is HTML language, and how to use it to create your own Web Page. You will not find step-by-step directions this time. Just to get an idea as to what is HTML language, please open the web page: http://www.angelfire.com/magic2/nfofanova
Click “View” on the menu bar then click on “Source”, or “Page Source.” You see HTML code (starting with a tag <html>) in the Notepad window. This Web Page wasn’t created using HTML tags! I used Microsoft Word and saved a document as a web page not a Word document. You can use this method to create your home web page and make your web page more attractive. Keep in mind requirements for HTML web pages are listed below with additional requirements from Homework # 12 worksheet. 

Good news! Your HTML code will not look as complicated

Where and how to start?  

If you don’t know where and how to start, read requirements for Project at first or try to understand what you want to see in the Web Page and then design your future web page. Make a sketch on paper. Research shows you use different areas of the brain to do pencil and paper thinking than keyboard commands; this simple step boosts your creative genius. 

Use only HTML code to create Project. Using Microsoft Word or other authoring program could give your web page an attractive look and some extra points, but you will forfeit points for HTML Project

Link your HTML Project to previously created Word Web Page and link Microsoft Word Web Page to newly created HTML Web Page. My suggestions: Keep your Microsoft Word web page as a home web page (with name index.html). You definitely can choose other way, but luck of experience and time would not give you desirable results.

Another word: When someone will type your URL, they would still see your “old” Microsoft Word Web Page and by clicking on appropriate link, they can enjoy your HTML web page. Consider it like REAL life Project, when entire world can see it even you will be graded. 

What to include to Web Page is up to you again but do not forget about requirements from Homework # 12 worksheet. Creating web page is definitely fun, but this is your Homework # 12 in the first place.

Short Instructions follow, about how to create a Web Page quickly 

Search on the Internet for HTML design and again for free HTML guides. Just by typing “Learning HTML” in the search window we found 17 websites offering tutorials, each one better than the previous! We looked through all of them and picked four. If you are willing to learn HTML code there is plenty of information for free. You may pick some other websites, just give credit on your website to the site which you picked, in the acknowledgements section in your web page. You can also decide to use SHSU Tutorials and Power Point Presentations for guidance.

You can use some books to learn HTML tags. Look in the library first before a bookstore. The titles below are judged easy to follow for beginners. You can substitute other sources.

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If you will pick following below our Tutorial (N. Fofanova, S. Schneider, SHSU) for learning code and design Web pages we would greatly appreciate it.

Design your future Web Page according to requirements and your personal preference (make a sketch on paper at first). 

Create an HTML Project folder on S-drive. Put ALL graphic images, sounds, video files into this folder. Files stored anywhere else will not show up on your web page.

Start Notepad and type your first tags.  Your Web page code looks like ours. It will not have color or bold face. It has to be plain text with no formatting. If you try to type this in Word instead of Notepad, it will never work.
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An HTML web page starts here and
has 2 sections: head and body

<T|TLE> In the head is a title

Save it as anyname.html in your HTML project folder, or with name index.html, if you decide to make these page your main web page. Open the anyname.html file, by double clicking. Note: Never open web page using another application, as Word, for example. It’s might change your HTML code forever and it’s will look like you created it in Microsoft Word. 
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Go to View
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Click Source

Notepad will appear again. In the Notepad window add tags and text, for example “Hello everyone” between the start and end tags for the <body> command. See the diagram above for location. 
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Click Save
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Switch by clicking a task bar button at the bottom of the monitor screen, to move over to the web browser, which opened your web page.
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Click the Refresh or the Reload button in the web browser. Your web page gets updated! 
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To read the code in a web browser, click the menu choice “View” and either “Source” or “Page Source” again. 
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Add an exclamation mark after the word “everyone”.  Click “Save”, and click “Refresh” button in anyname.html document. Your browser will show: Hello everyone!

Congratulations! 

You have created your first web page. This is the beginning of something good! You created a web page where none existed before. Let’s build it up.

You will add other tags, words, pictures, animations etc., referring to the earlier requirements. Just keep saving changes in Notepad and keep refreshing the view in the browser. Keep all images, video, audio and documents, which you are going to insert to your HTML project in the same “HTML Project” folder on S-drive. 

Are you ready to Transfer your newly created web page?

If yes, follow instructions from Homework # 12 of how to submit web pages to Angelfire web site.
Web page must be submitted on or before due date. Do not afraid to submit web page because it is not ready for grading. Your Instructor will start grading in the following day to due date or when you will send URL by e-mail. You may transfer it over and over until due date. Updated web page will replace old version, so you don’t have to delete it.

Test your web page especially links and graphic images. Make sure that all links are working and all pictures are appearing (-5 points for every not working link or not appearing picture) 

You are DONE (?) with the most exciting and challenging project in the semester.

If you don’t understand some rules or not accepting them, just pick another web site! It is plenty free information on the Internet. Do not risk your reputation!
