And moreover, they the said Asher Brown and Mayr (She, according to the Custom of Marriage assuming the Name of her Husband) 
did then and there to these Presents set their Hands.  
And we being present at the Solemnization of their said Marriage & Subscription afores. Do as Witnesses thereunto Sub Scribe our 
Names the Day and Year above written.
