6.   PAY PROBLEMS:

DMO is a new computer system monitoring drill pay that has some problems being fixed.  Inform your chain-of-command ASAP if you have any pay problems so that it can be resolved immediately.  Article in Reserve News.  
7.   AT PROCEDURES/ORDER LIQUIDATION:

a. Obtain copy of your page 2 and request security clearances at least 10 days prior to going on AT.

b. It is imperative that all unit members turn in 3 copies of their AT orders, Form 2120 and final travel voucher (returned to you after submitting the supplemental travel claim) to Petty Officer Staib.  This is the only way you will be credited for the AT and it allows the NAR to balance their data with COMNAVRESFOR. New orders requests will be turned down until this is done.

ORDERS MUST BE LIQUIDATED UPON COMPLETION!!

8.  ATP/RNP DRILLS:  These "additional drill opportunities” are available for valid fleet support or training.  Complete and submit request forms for approval.  Call CO or CMC if you have questions.

9.  GOVERNMENT TRAVEL CHARGE CARD (GTCC) DELINQUENCIES:  Effective January 31st, Bank of America will be reporting accounts charged off (more than 210 days overdue) to credit bureaus.  All sailors and officers are required both by instruction and their signed agreement to pay their GTCC bill in full upon receipt.  The fact that travel claims may not have been liquidated by that time is no excuse not to pay in full immediately.  PSD's are required to liquidate within 30 days.  If they don't, they must pay interest on the payment for every day after that.  Members must 'bird-dog" own travel claims.  NAR will assist in getting claims liquidated.  No member with an account more than 30 days overdue will be approved for AT or ADT orders.  No member with an account more than 30 days overdue will be approved for transfer to another unit, to the IRR, or to Retired status.  Members with an account more than 30 days overdue who simply cease to drill may be recalled to active duty for appropriate legal or administrative action.

10.   COMMAND MASTER CHIEF’S MESSAGE:  It is great to be back on track with the unit after a couple away  weekends.  Nice to see everyone has made it through this winter.  Our direction right now is to prepare for our AT’s and be ready for the upcoming rating exams.  They will be here before we know it.  I will be in Mississippi in May briefing the HQ unit on the AG “A” school opportunities for SELRES in FY01 and FY02 and a new two  week school for those dedicated non-AG’s we have in our community.  This will be a formal school sponsored by the METOC PDC in Gulfport; a great opportunity for some instructor duty.  Promotion boards typically view such instructor duty favorably.  WELCOME ABOARD to AG2 Ray Batchelder from all members of best NMORA in the Navy.

11.  SKIPPER’S OUTLOOK:  Tactical Support Center (TSC) qualifications is a priority.  I’m excited about having several members involved with exercise support and flight briefs during the extra weekend of April 21/22.  May IDT drills will concentrate on getting everyone familiar with TSC procedures.  Planning to schedule a Unit IDTT in June to participate in exercise Joint Defender at Fort Dix New Jersey.  Funding is adequate and Admiral Donaldson has confirmed that the future of Navy METOC is bright – now is the time to complete training and strut your stuff.
