Le son du "h" est un souffle qui est fait presque assez fort pour éteindre une
bougie de salle a manger, mais pas assez fort. The sound of "h" is the breath
that is made almost strong enough for to extinquish a dining-room candle, but
not strona enough. Il est le son de l'aspiration, des poumons et de la gorge, non
obstrué par la lanque, ni par les dents, ni par les lévres, It is the sound of the
breath, from the lungs and from the throat, non-obstructed by the tonque, nor
by the teeth, nor by the lips. C'est la respiration, forcée avec une légére
pression, la pression poussant la respiration a passer librement a travers la
gorge, a travers les dents séparées et a travers la bouche ouverte. This is the
breath, forced with a slight pressure, the pressure pushing the breath to pass
freely through the throat, through the separated teeth and through the opened
mouth.

It is strong enough so that you and the persons near you hear it. Les gens a
distance peuvent voir quel son vous faites, et le son du H affecte le son qui le
suit.
