Technology Procurement
In the content of the Standards Module you will find information and web sites that provide information relative to the funding of technology in Virginia’s Schools. Please find the person in your school (or division) that has the overall responsibility for the procurement of technology hardware and software and get responses to the following questions:

1. How are funds allocated for my school (or division) for instructional software? The money is allocated by department, and for division is allocated by many sources.
2. How are the recommended purchases of both software and hardware checked for alignment with current content? They first will be checked by department heads and then the principal. The technology person will be asked to consult to see if it useful or not. The technology person will then check with his hierarchy; for the district it will be Kurt Ballard.
3. Are stakeholders involved in the recommended purchases prior to final approval for purchase? yes
4. Is there a formal procurement process set in place for ALL technology hardware and software? yes
5. Can teachers buy software on their own and install it on the school (or division) computers? It is not recommended but it is possible.
6. Can employees use school (or division) licensed software on their own personal computers? Yes, certain software can be used for their personal use.
7. Is there a standard replacement cycle for major technology hardware? no
8. What percent of technology hardware and software is purchased in the last quarter of the school year (April, May June)? Twenty five percent or less is purchased doing those months. Most of the hardware and software or purchased at the beginning of the school year.
9. Are there sufficient staff allocated for the up grading and training of school (or division) staff with regarding to technology hardware and software? It is sufficient but it is not in abundance.
10. What is the one “greatest” accomplishment that has allowed your school (or division) to move forward with technology? The ITRT person was added with trainers. Also the SOL push initiative which gave money to purchase computers. (1 computer for every 5 students)
