As an undergraduate at the University of Pennsylvania, I took several graduate school courses that are part of the Wharton MBA program.  In all of the advances courses that I took I performed well and placed in the top of my class.  I feel that this information is important because it shows that I am capable of doing the work and succeeding in an MBA program not based upon implication or inference but upon past history and proven performance record instead.

Still, I wish to be remembered for more than just strong academic and professional performances.  I choose to lead by example so that I can have a positive influence on people’s lives. Through my life and accomplishments, I will show the world that the University of Maryland not only produces a brilliant graduating class but one that people remember and are privileged to have met as well.
