especially with schools from New Jersey during the week. 

 

Wait upstairs until your bus has arrived outside then exit the building – NO 

WAITING in the lobby for your bus!!!! 

 

The Armory staff and New York City police have been more than 

cooperative and flexible in trying to solve this problem. Many bus drivers, 

quite frankly, are not cooperating. 

 

 

This year all buses are required to park on 155
th

 St. If your driver parks on 

any street directly surrounding the armory, someone from The Armory staff 

will ask the driver to go to the assigned area. If the driver does not move, 

Ed Small will inform the meet director. Your team will be immediately 

disqualified and you will be directed to leave the Armory. You will not be 

invited back.
