OPERATIONS XO APPOINTMENT

What must it feel like for Rear Admiral Ciaran; to be

the XO of Operations after a dogmatic tenure at the
United Federation of Planets and now, ironically, the
overseer of the Federation News Service. Graciously,
Rear Admiral Ciaran has agreed to a brief interview.
The FNS brings to you, an insight into the man behind
the title, a study into his most significant command to
date.

I remember Rear Admiral Ciaran at his spirited peak, as
a scatterbrained Fleet Captain - finding himself less
considering the business of departments but instead
supporting the battle -lines in the Devil Dogs war
campaign, or constructively pushing the popularity of
Legacy on the Xbox 360 as a Second Fleet stalwart.
Even then, I knew he would become an Admiral.
Diligence propels officers forward in [UFP]. Ciaran
merely rode the wave into blue wing territory, following
fellow Irishman Siberian Tiger’s footsteps and doing so
with equal shrewdness, but arguably more integrity.

Rear Admiral Ciaran, on behalf of the FNS, thank you
for doing this interview.

Following Rear Admiral Defiant’s appointment of your
posting, what skills do you possess that makes you feel
you are right for the job?

I possess three years of command experience with the
United Federation of Planets, I have been privileged
enough to hold several command spots as well as non-
command positions in four different departments.

Do you feel you have relevant experience with macro
managing departments?

Not specifically, no.

I hope to leave a good legacy within diplomacy to get
the diplomats more involved in how it's run to try and
increase their interest in the department.

Do you have further plans as the XO of Operations?
I'will discuss things with department commanders
and I am looking to review all of the charters and see
if any of them need updating.

Admiral Ciaran, thank you for your time.

The unsuspected appointment of course, came from
a veteran of duty, Rear Admiral HTDefiant - the
Operations CO. The FNS was fortunate to receive a
communiqué explaining the Rear Admiral’s choice
for the XO appointment.

“I'm very pleased to have Ciaran joining the
Operations team. We have worked quite well over the
years, as far back as the Red Squadron. Our working

relationship is quite good and flourished especially
well in Diplomacy. I admire his work ethic, dedication
to [UFP], and understanding of the fundamentals of
fleet structure. His familiarity with our administrative
systems, including phpBB and cPanel, is an added
bonus. He has held a leadership position in
Diplomacy, also served with Security and Engineering.
His work with the Academy and Starfleet combined
with aforementioned Operations experience led me to
conclude that he understood almost all facets of [UFP]
to a point where he was the obvious choice.”
