Breaking Open the Word 
Suggested text for faith sharing:  Gospel Mt 25:31-46 

Jesus said to his disciples: "When the Son of Man 

comes in his glory, and all the angels with him, he will 

sit upon his glorious throne, and all the nations will be 

assembled before him. And he will separate them one 

from another, as a shepherd separates the sheep from 

the goats. He will place the sheep on his right and the 

goats on his left. Then the king will say to those on his 

right, 'Come, you who are blessed by my Father.  

Inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the founda-

tion of the world. For I was hungry and you gave me 

food, I was thirsty and you gave me drink, a stranger 

and you welcomed me, naked and you clothed me, 

ill and you cared for me, in prison and you visited me.’ 

Then the righteous will answer him and say, 'Lord, 

when did we see you hungry and feed you, or thirsty 

and give you drink? When did we see you a stranger 

and welcome you, or naked and clothe you? When did 

we see you ill or in prison, and visit you?’ And the king 

will say to them in reply, 'Amen, I say to you, whatever 

you did for one of the least brothers of mine, you did for 

me.’ Then he will say to those on his left, 

'Depart from me, you accursed, into the eternal fire 

prepared for the devil and his angels. For I was hungry 

and you gave me no food, I was thirsty and you gave me 

no drink, a stranger and you gave me no welcome, na-

ked and you gave me no clothing, ill and in prison, and 

you did not care for me.’ Then they will answer and 

say, 'Lord, when did we see you hungry or thirsty or a 

stranger or naked or ill or in prison, and not minister to 

your needs?’ He will answer them, 'Amen, I say to you, 

what you did not do for one of these least ones, you did 

not do for me.’ And these will go off to eternal punish-

ment, but the righteous to eternal life."

As you hear this powerful, disturbing reading today, 

what words in it jump off the page for you? What im-

age or idea lingers in your mind now? 

Step Two: Look into Your Life 

Question for Children: Who are the people most in 

need of help who live around you, and how can you 

help them? 

Question for Youth: What can you do (alone, with 

friends, or with your family) to help those who are 

without food, shelter, or have other needs? When have 

you seen Jesus in the poor? 

Question for Adults:  As you grapple with this very 
strong, direct and demanding Gospel passage, name 
the people for whom you have cared personally – or if 
there are none, those for whom you will offer care in

Congratulations to all and God bless! 
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 Today’s Gospel from Matthew seems quite harsh to us.  This Master leaves a certain amount of 
talents with three servants for them to invest.  When he returns, the Master is pleased with the first two 
servants.  However, he is very angry with the third who did nothing with his money.   The Master is so 
angry that he throws the servant off his property where there will be “wailing and grinding of teeth”.  At 
first look, we would say what an awful landlord.  How could he berate one of his servants like that?  
When you look into the parable more deeply, you see that the Master was actually quit generous.  The tal-
ents that he gave to the 3 servants were the largest single unit of currency known in the Hellenistic world 
at that time.  The tragedy of the third servant was that he lived out of fear even when gifted.  He did not 
take any risks.  Matthew is warning his community that the end time is near and they need to take risks in 
leading and using their gifts Jesus had given them for the good of the Church, not to be timid and fearful.  
They need to carry the Gospel to the ends of the earth.  While God is all compassionate and merciful, God 
will also judge them and us on the use of our gifts.  
     Each of us has gifts that the Lord has given to us from our Baptism and strengthened at Confirma-
tion.  We are challenged today to explore those gifts and use them for the benefit of our parish, families, 
community and world.  A disciple who has given of him or herself fully to the gift of God, will receive a 
greater grace still. What gifts has God given you, and how are you using them?  Is there a ministry in the 
parish where you can use your gifts?  We have a few ministries that need leaders such as Bereavement 
and Respect Life.  Maybe God is calling you to be a light of Christ for those in need.  The spiritual life 
can best be described by the famous quote “nothing ventured, nothing gained”.   If we are stingy in the 
giving of our self, then we will not receive anything more from God and we will lose what we have.  Liv-
ing the Christian life is like exercise, if we go to the gym and watch what we eat, we will be motivated 
and strong.  If we do nothing, then our muscles will atrophy, grow weak. The Lord has given us his life 
through Baptism.  We will be judged by how we allow the Lord’s LIFE, that is within us, to grow each 
day.  May we not wait before it is too late.
