Ten Minute Tutors Assignment

EBSCOhost & Electric Library
This assignment asks you to examine in detail several electronic databases currently available for use by public libraries and specifically in use by Ohio public libraries courtesy of the taxpayers of Ohio & OPLIN. 

The assignment also asks you to examine the type of questions that can be answered using these databases…compose some sample questions… and using those questions, develop a set of tutorials that can be used by library staff for basic training, on-going practice or specific database review.  

Please create the following:

2 Ten Minute Tutors…10 questions in each… for the EBSCOhost database.

2 Ten Minute Tutors…10 questions in each… for the Electric Library database.

Each of the tutors should contain a minimum of 10 questions plus the accompanying pathway through the database to results that would satisfy the patron.  You be the judge…but basically ask yourself…Does the search and subsequent steps you follow end with material that would answer the question?
