

EMCEE ENTERPRISES

I have listed here, arranged by category, several dozen opportunities for home assembly and craft work. Companies in this field come and go all the time, so before you send any money, do some homework on the company. To be sure you can trust the company, and that you'll get paid, try to get answers to the following questions: 

· How long have they been in business? 

· Do they have a phone number where you can call with questions? 

· Can you talk to any of their current workers for a reference? If not, why not? Not everybody will be willing to release the names of their current workers, but their response to this question will help you get a feel for the company. 

· Do they have any complaints with the Better Business Bureau (call the BBB in their area)? 

· How many homeworkers do they currently have? 

· What percentage of units are accepted, and what percentage are rejected? This is important, as many companies will pay only for units that meet their standards. 

· Do you have to buy supplies directly from the company, or can you buy them elsewhere? 

· How much will you get paid per unit? How much will the supplies cost for each unit? 

· How many pieces are in a unit, and how many units can you submit per week? 

· What special tools will you need to have? 

· Can you sell your items elsewhere if you find a good market? 

Sometimes, the only way to tell whether an opportunity will work for you is to just try it. The above questions should help you eliminate unreliable companies, though. I plan to do a survey of each of these companies to find out more details on their opportunities. I have not yet begun, though, because I cannot afford the postage costs of such a survey.

In addition to the opportunities I have listed below, there are many opportunities for embroidery, knitting, sewing, and industrial work for residents of certain cities. The most thorough listing of these opportunities that I have found is in The Work-at-Home Sourcebook, by Lynie Arden. To prevent copyright violations, and to be fair to Ms. Arden who has worked hard to compile that list, I have chosen not to reproduce it here. You can probably find her book at your local library, or you can buy it at Amazon.com.
