If you much prefer the group sound then you didn’t have to wait long.  When Bobby exited the stage, up sauntered one of the most entertaining groups ever.  Willie Jones’ Royal Jokers were a rare treat.  As I mentioned on stage, Willie is indeed a rare commodity to possess the exact same tenor voice in 2006 that he had in 1952 – UNBELIEVEABLE!!!  Like Bobby Lewis, the Royal Jokers also demonstrated considerable dancing talent and their act with “The Bug” crawling down everyone’s back was a scream.  In addition to performing their own material “just like the record” the guys also did an admirable job on several covers. Standing out among these and bringing the crowd to it’s feet was an outstanding version of “Smoke Gets In Your Eyes”.
