Review: THE DIABLOS - By Jim Sanders
I think everyone in the audience was well aware that Nolan Strong, the great DIABLOS lead, had passed away some thirty years ago.  So, how, we wondered, could this group succeed without the inimitable voice of Nolan Strong?  Well, let me tell you, the DIABLOS exceeded any expectations I might have had for them.  Let me emphasize here that this has nothing to do with the fact that they invited me up on stage to perform the ‘talking part’ of “The Wind”.  Although, that was a personal thrill, I will try to be objective regarding the group’s performance.  No, the DIABLOS show was successful for several distinct reasons. 
First, their performance; I cannot over emphasize here the absolute perfection accomplished in their rendition of “The Way You Dog Me Around”.  This song, though not the DIABLOS trademark, is certainly one of the group’s best.  The way Jay Johnson and the boys did it brought chills to all the audience. 
Additionally, their rendition of “Daddy Rockin’” Nolan Strong was done to perfection.
