In Memory 
Aug. 30, 1940 -- Nov. 3, 2007- Saturday, November 10, 2007

Joseph W. Verscharen, 67, an original member of the Skyliners singing group, died Saturday in Atlanta following a short illness.

The Pittsburgh native and Carrick High School graduate belonged to one of the best-known vocal groups to come from Pittsburgh, with such hits as "It Happened Today" and "This I Swear." Its first release, in 1959, was one of the group's biggest. "Since I Don't Have You" quickly rose to the top of the charts. Also that year, the group made its first appearance on "American Bandstand," which led to a 66-city concert tour that also featured Paul Anka, the Coasters, the Drifters, Bobby Rydell, Frankie Avalon and Annette Funicello. The Pittsburgh show filled the Syria Mosque auditorium in Oakland. The group was elected into the Vocal Group Hall of Fame in 2002.
