My dear Frank, 

          Before you come on Christmas you must let me know so that I may give you full directions how to come. You can stay with me here in camp and I think we can manage to have a nice time together. Be sure and bring a turkey down with you. Lieut. Coulton wishes you to stop at his father’s house next door to the High School to bring down a member of mince pies which he says his mother will bake.

         Our company was on grand guard yesterday some distance from camp in Prince George County, Maryland. We were near the ambulance depot, there were 104 there in all beside about seventy odd teams each one having four horses.

        Lieut. Ross of the Regular army was kind enough to loan me a horse and I spent nearly all the afternoon in riding about the country. Amongst other places I visited was Bladensburg. It is not any great shakes of a town. I only had curiosity to see it simply because of its connection with the “Bladensburg races” in the war of 1812.
