My dear Frank,

         Both your letters were received enclosing the stamps, for which I am much obliged to you. They are very acceptable here in camp. When you come down you must bring a pair of blankets with you so that you can sleep warm at night. A few days before you come I will write you and give you full particulars how to manage things.

         At twelve o’clock today there is going to be a grand review of several thousand troops by the President & cabinet, Genl McClellan & staff and a number of other dignitaries. A grand affair without doubt. Whilst I write the men are getting ready for it, blacking boots etc. Our pickets were fired on last night by some miserable wretch concealed in the woods. It was too dark to pursue. No arrests made yet.

        Your friend Jacoby whom you met in Philada. the other day is going to be tried with several others for desertion. When I was officer of the guard a day or two ago, I had a ball and chain fastened to his leg to prevent him from running away. He will be tried by general court martial tomorrow probably.

        I would not be in his place for something. Can’t you send me a plan pf the inside of the church of St. Albans. Perhaps Mr. Fairthorne can let you have one. I should like to see which pew we have taken very much.
