 Self Heat: Red Tiger’s are able to keep themselves warm in the event that things become cold. As it is the Red Tiger is a very warm creature, the flame at the end of its tail would hint someone off to this right away. And though they can do well in cold areas they door poorly in hot ones. When in a cold climate all the Red Tiger need to is will for themselves to be warmer and they are able to maintain their body heat at its normal temp. 

Tiger Speech: Not only do they have their own variation of tiger language but they are also able to communicate with more primitive cats. Not just Tigers but cats in general. 

Feral Rage: This technique allows for the tiger to go from a sentient creature to a bloodthirsty Feral cat. Causing a Berserk like state that still allows the user to execute physical specials. However spells and other such effects aren’t useable in this state. The user can come out of this status as a sheer act of will on its turn. (Special)

Sled Fang: The user suddenly sprints at the enemy causing a vortex of wind in the short burst and lunges at the enemy dealing the user’s Speed X Power for damage. (Special)

Lunatic High: With this the user magically raises the ability of the party by using both haste and regen on them at the same time. Takes no MP.  (Special)

Long Life: Red Tigers live much longer lives than humans, perhaps by hundreds of years, how much it actually is though isn’t known. 

Faults:

No Hands: The Red tiger obviously has no hands. So equipping weapons becomes tricky for a player that chooses to use a Red Tiger. This also makes things a little harder otherwise, doorknobs become tricky, as do a lot of other things that call for the use of a thumb or even fingers. (1)

Just a Cat: The attitude of the world at large still is that Red Tiger’s are just large cats. Most don’t believe them to be intelligent and fewer believe that they can even speak the human language. Some indeed can’t but that’s only because they haven’t learned yet. This creates problems when they enter towns and other areas populated by humans that hold this belief. (3)

A Red Tiger is as the name replies a large cat with bright red fur. Not merely red in the sense of orange but a red/orange or just a full blown red altogether. Red Tiger’s are as intelligent and some even more so. They tend to be calm and collected but can show a ferocity like the other large cat’s that they are related to. Red Tiger’s are spiritual and hold their ancestors in high regard Unless said ancestor has shamed the family in some way. Red Tiger’s have dwindled in numbers and have become incredibly rare. Despite their calm demeanors and collected natures Red Tigers have been known to make excellent warriors; and along with their keen intellect also make great scholars as well.
